Cleveland. July 21.~Tw0 women
and two children were burned and
suffocated to death In a hoarding- j
house fire shortly before noon today.l
The women were Mrs. Eliza Mosel-
man.

37, proprietor of the
boarding house. The children were
Helen, 3, and Felix Stankovloh, 2,
loft at the boarding house recently
by their father. All fonr were found
dead In ft bed, the children In the
arms dfHhe women.

The origin of the fire Is n mystery
unless It was deliberately started by
the women. In the absence of a def-j
inlie solution, police are working on
the theory that the aged woman and
her daughter, said to he wealthy and

eccentric, entered into a suicide pact
antf deliberately fired the mattress.
PoUOm believe that the circumstances
Rurroundin# the tragedy point con-
clusively to a suicide pact.
