A STUDY IN AN AMERICAN

DESERT.

One of the driest parts of the United
States is what is called the Papago

country, a region including about 13,-]
000 square miles in southwestern Ari- |
zona, so called because it was long

ago inhabited by the nomadic Papago

Indians. This broad expense of des-

ert country, which lies between Gila,
i River and the Mexican boundary, con-

; tains many groups of volcanic and 1
i other mountains separated by broad
alluvial basins, which, though the

rainfall is small and the temperature I
is high, sustain a scant growth of ¦
desert plants, including orchard-like j
groups of strange trees. Here the bold |
slopes of the mountains, the general

absence of watering places, and the I
peculiar forms of the vegetation im-

press the traveler strongly with the

majest and the mystery of the desert,

and excite his wonder as to the ori-
gin and history of the natural fea-
tures.

A renort on this region by Kirk

Bryan, has just been published by the
United States Geological Survey, De-

partment of the Interior, as Bulletin

730-B, under the title “Erosion and

sedimentation in the Paipago country, j
Arizona.” The report describes the ge- ;

ology briefly as a setting for a con-

sideration of the agencies that have

produced the forms of the land and

presents detailed conclusions as to

the mode of origin of the desert land-
scape. The paper is illustrated with
diagrams, views, and maps and should

be of interest to all students of topo-j
graphy and physiography, particular- j
ly those who are endeavoring to solve
problems of erosion of wind and wat- ;
er in desert regions. j
