found in the west, the capitol build-
ing is located in the center of the
city and surrounded by a palm grove,

and a grove of other trees, containing

one from each State in the United
States, also in this group of buildings

is the Carneige library and several
other large buildings. From the State
Capitol, which has a population be-

tween sixty-five and sixty-six thous-
and. to Stockton, trucking and many

fig groves are found. From Stockton
1 will write of my trip to the Yeso-

mite National Park.
