very badly run. Any level headed
business man facing such a situation
would try desperately to either in-

crease income or cut down expenses

But the Republican administration,
iu fullest and unrestricted control oi

all branches of the Government, is dc

ing neither. The Wall Street Journal

which surely knows a good deal about
finance, takes the position that the
Congress does not understand that
increases in lax rates above certain
points usually reduce the volume oi
money obtained through that taxu-;
lion. In nothing is this so apparent 1
as in tariff taxation. The Underwoot:
law, with its moderate rales, brought |
in almost 400 millions per year; the

rates permitted a reasonable amount
of importation of manufactured arti-

cles, yet not enough to seriously i
compete with the American made

goods. The importations had the sal-1
utary effect of restraining the Amer-

ican manufacturer from profiteering

off the home market. But quite the 1
opposite is true of the Fordney law, [
in which a- multitude of rates are so
high as to prohibit or greatly reduce i
importations; in many important ;

duce enough for the home supply, j
hence much will enter regardless of[
the duty, hut the duty will cause an

increase in the price of every article [
into which it enters or is even claim-j
ed to enter. The net result of the i
heavy rate increases on most articles ;
