to the Camp FW school building, con-
istruve 4 s5owt four years ago. ta
meeting¢ of the school board last even-
Ing, the directors discussed the mat-
ter, but deferred actlon until a spe-
cial meeting cean be held in about ten
days.

When the schiool was erected there
were seventy-nine scholars in the
town. Now there are 207 students and
the bullding is s¢ crowded that the
hall in the fire house had to be used
for school purposes.

The directors have had the enlarge-
ment plan under congideraticn for sev-
eral months but because of the board's
inability to levy a tax for more than
2 per cent. of the property valuation
in the town, they have been handi-
capped. It will require about § per

According to the plans of some of
the directors and the desire of the
teachers, the addition will consist of
two rooms on the first floor and a
big room on the second which can be
partitioned or used as an assembly
hall, At the special meeting within
the next two weeks, definite plans wiil
be drawn up and action en a speclal
election will be taken.

There seems to be very few voters
in the town who will oppose the bond
{ssue, seeing that an addition to the
school is really needed. The growth
in the student population of the town
in the past few years has been so0
great that some action must be taken
now because when the schools are
opened after the summer vacation
there will be s0 many children seek-
ing admission that the fire house ha
will be overcrowded and guarters wi
have to be sought elsewhere. |
