New Dreadnought Is Among Larg-
est and Most Powerful Bat-
tleships Afloat

CARRIES TEN 14-INCH GUNS

Length of Giant Sea Fighter Is 583
Feet; Her Displacement
27,500 Tons

Philadelphia, March 28. — The
dreadnaught Oklahoma launched to-
day from the yard of the New York
Shipbuilding Company at Camden, N.
J., is one of the largest and most pow-
erful battleships that has yet been
floated for the American navy. A sis-
ter ship, the Nevada, is under con-
struction at Quincy, Mass, Only the
Pennsylvania, building at Newport
News and the still nameless battleship
No. 39, the keel of which was laid last
week at the New York navy yard, wlil
outstrip the Oklahoma In tonnage,

The Jength of the new glant sea
fighter is 583 feet and her displace-
ment will be 27,600 tons, or 500 tons
greater than the largest American
fighting ship now afloat.
