VILLA SEEKS HUERTA'S DEATH

Los Angeles, Cal., May 6.?-"I will
take Mexico City, capture Huerta and
execute him In three weeks' time If
the X'nltecl States troops do not In-
terfere," was a message received from
General Villa. "Xothing can stop me
now. I can only see the downfall of
Huerta and his death. The capture of
Mexico City by me will mean the es-
tablishment of jieace throughout Mex-
ico forever. The dictator must fall."

Washington, D. C? May 6. Re-
newed efforts of tho South American
envoys to bring Carranza, Constitu-
tionalist chief, into preliminary media-
tion negotiations came as a swift turn
of events that exclt % d sharp Interest
in the Mexican crisis to-day. While
it had appeared Carranza had been
eliminated, temporarily, from media-
tion prelimina-ies because of his re-
fusal to declare a truce, yet it devel-
oped to-day that the envoys were seek-
ing to induce him to send an agent to
conference? between Huertistas and
representatives of the United Statesto be begun in Niagara Falls, Canada,
on May 18.

No formal mediation of the broad
Mexican problem could be attempted
until an armistice was arranged be-
tween contending factions in the
southern republic, but the mediators'
present aim was said to be to meet a
Carranza agent for a direct discussion
of the situation. It was understoodthey had further explained to Car-
ranza their position previously outlined
and still were hopeful he would Bend
a representative not restricted to dis-
Icussion of any particular feature.

The language of the announcementthat Niagara Falls, Canada, had been
chosen for the scene of exchanges was
interpreted by some observers as indi-
cating that the envoys had not aban-
doned hope of attempting to compose
the entire Mexican problem, despite
Carranza's assertion that any attempt
to take up the- republic's internal
troubles was beyond the range of dip-
lomatic activity. The phrase that at-
tracted attention was that the en-
voys would confer with missions of the
different parties interested in media-
tion. Specific parties were not nam-
ed. and later It was authoritatively
learned that further communication
had been taken up with Carranza.

Confident of an early reply from the
rebel chief, the mediators to-day be-
gan routine arrangements for the' Nia-gara Falls conference. Under present
conditions their initial activities still
would be confined to the exercise of

"Rood offices" in the dispute between
Huerta and the United States. Wheth-
er those preliminaries would develop
into formal mediation could not be
foreseen.

While interest in diplomatic devel-
opments overshadowed all other fea-
tures of the international situation,
changes in Mexico were not over-
looked. Huerta's position excited
speculation. Observers who reached
Vera Cruz from the federal capital
declared Huerta had done little to
indicate ho expected an American ad-vance or intended to offer serious re-
sistance if that happened. However,
numerous reports stated the federals
were mining railway tracks between
the capital and the east coast. Huer-ta was said to recognize the menace
of Villa's army in the north and the
chance of a Zapatista attack from the
south.

Funston Ready to Meet
