Two
of the young men were dispatched to
Mt. Tabor, fifteen miles away, for as-
‘sistanm', while the rest made a bed
and covering for their unfortunate
friend with their coats. As the nights
on the highlands of Galilee are very
cold, all of the party suffered extreme-
ly from exposure and lack cf clothing.
1'I‘ho long night wore away and the in-
tensely hot Syrian sun poured down
its rays upon the bare hill, Ten hours
elapsed and no sigh of relief came.
The light of day showed that the nignt
had been spent very close to a num-
ber of the black tents of nomadic
Arabs, whose presence made the sit-
uation still more precarious. To make
matters worse, the patient grew
weaker and numerous shots, together
with the barking of dogs, led to the
fear that the long absent messengers
had themselves been killed or in-
jured. '
