New York, June 11.—Not a word
came from George W. Perkins or any
other important Progressive yesterday
in reply to Amos R. E. Pinchot's de-
mand that the national committee re-
move Mr. Perkins from the chairman-
ship of the executive committee., Mr,
Perkins, returning last night from the
interstate park on the Palisades, said:
