600 German Officers
Are Now in Turkey

By Associated Press :

London, Sept. 8, 5 A, M.—A dispatch
to the Times from Constantinople
says:

““Although there {s still a large sec-
tion of influential Turks clamoring for
intervention in the preesnt European
war the situation seems to be improv-
ing owing to the precarious economic
situation and the unwillingness of the
reservists to take part in any except
a defensive war,

“The total number of German of-
cers now in Turkey Is estimated at
600, All British merchantmen in the
Black sea have been ordered home,”
