Sickness in War Zone

London, Oct. 6, 8,40 a. m.—The cor-
respondent of the Daily News at Co-
penhagen telegraphs the following:

“Vivid accounts of the fighting ap-
pear in the German newspapers and
the writers admit the situation is des-
perate.

“The Nordeutsche Allgemeine Zeit.
ung, describing the frontier fighting
in the Vosges region, says:

‘““The officers and men have heen
fighting day and night for thirty-seven

days and the Germans are facing a
difficult strategic situation in the
mountain districts, where they are

rendering superhuman services, chiefly
in water-filled trenches and under al-
most undescribable conditions.

*“‘The strain is said to be almost
unendurable. The French are fortified
in excellent positions on the Vosges
and it is impossible to see their guns
No German troops have been able to
retire from the fighting line for rest,
The army chaplains accompany the
troops right to the front and are hold-
ing religious services and preaching
sermons in the trenches. Bad weather
is causing much sickness.”

Charges of Misconduct Can Not Be
Buried by Sly Police
Committee

Steelton's council last evening sus-
tained the contention of Burgess Fred
Wigfield that the police force is under
his jurisdiction so far as the control
and direction of the men is concerned,
and following tho reading of a letter
from the burgess, directed the police
committa: tq give Patrolman Clinton
Jones a public hearing on additional
charges of misconduct preferred in the
letter from Burgess Wigfield.

This action was taken during the
stormiest session of council in prob-
ably the whole history of the borough.
Frequently during the proceedings
councilmen forgot the dignity of their
office and hurled charges and counter-
charges at eaca.other. Accusations of
insincerity were hurled and in an ar-
gument that followed the adjourn-
ment of council the discussion became
80 heated that it looked for
as though bhlows would be exchanged.

In Burgess Wigfield's letter charges
of misconduct were preferred against
Patrolman Jones and a history of the
squabble between the police commit-
tee and the burgesa was recited. The
burgess referred to the legal opinion
of the borough solicitor and the po-
lice regulations to show that he was

acting within his authority when hn(

suspended the patrolman. He then
charged that since the patrolman's re-
instatement he has been guilty of fur-
ther misconduct. The letter charges
that Jones visited a house in Pranklin
street the evening of September 22 and
that while there he danced and drank
liquor. To substantiate these charges
the burgess asserts that in company
with Councilman Reisch he person-
ally gathered this evidence.

Russians Threaten
Big Hungarian City

By Associated Press

London, Oct. 6, 8.25 a, m.—Speak-
ing of the Russian Invasion of Hun-
gary, a dispatch from Rome to the
Exchange Telegraph Company says:

“According to Budapest advices, the
capture of Marmaros-Sziget, capital of
the Hungarian county of Marmaros,
has necessitated the removal of the
government of that department to
Huszt, twenty-elght miles west-north-
west of Sziget. A second Russian
atmy now threatens the latter city
and reinforcements are being hurried
up to check the Russian advince.”

Marmaros, the county in Hungary
which the Russians have invaded
through the Carpathian passes, is in
the northeast bordering on Galicia,
Bukowina and Transsylvania.
