“Drunkenness,” says Dr, Abbey, “is
the result of the children drinking tea
and coffee, by which the nerves are
|0ontlnuu|l_\' stimulated until a craving
for something stronger is formed.
Children should be taught the danger
of this in the schools, as parents are
too apt to disregard the importance of
it. Tea and coffee are just as harmful
to children as alcohol is to grown-
ups.”
“The thing for parents to do,” says
Dr. E. A. Peterson, Medical director
of the Cleveland public schools, ‘‘Is
to keep coffee and tea out of the reach
of our little citizens. The most unkind
thing a mother can do 4s to place a
cup of coffee before her child.”
