It has not been possible during my
term to persuade legislators, your rep-
resentatives, to enact such a law."
Further on after summarizing objec-
tions voiced he said, "I believe and
firmly believe that there should be a
law that will give to the family a com-
pensation sufficient to provide for the
maintenance of a family as though
the bread winner wore living."

tn closing the Governor said: "I
have nothing but contempt for those
« omlng to our State and saying what
should be dono and what is the Ideal
and the great theories they have for

helping and all of that, if they can't
point us how and what to do and how
to do it."

Wheaton'g Good Idea
Post, chief of the Bureau of

Immigration, Department of Dabor,
Washington, spoke on the beneficial
effects of mediation late in the after-
noon, giving several concrete cases to
illustrate his point, and the creation
oi a State bureau of employment was
urged by IT. H. Wlieaton, supervisory
Investigator of Immigration for the
State Department of Dabor and Indus-
try. He argued that such a bureau
is needed to regulate the industrial
life of the laborers not only that they
can secure employment but that an
inter-State exchange can be made in
times when labor in scarce in one part
of the country and plentiful in an-
other. Fifteen to twenty States now
have similar bureaus, he said.

Topics relating to the various voca-
tions were taken up by delegates who
in five minute discussions told of the

need for additional legislation. A. R.
Jerllng. representing tlie street rail-
way employes of Pittsburgh, advocat-
ed the carrying out of the require-
ments affecting only motor driven ve-
hicles at present, in reference to bear-
ing lights after sunset. He said that
all vehicles should be equipped with
lights after dark.

Fred Rowley, of Philadelphia, urged
the adoption of an act requiring all
drivers of motor driven vehicles to
take an examination and requiring the
examining board to furnish certillcatcs
of efficiency to those who passed suc-
cessfully. He said that, a railroader
only becomes an engineer after years
of service, but that anyone of proper
age can drive an automobile, the re-
sult being there are thousands of
fatalities from careless or ignorant
driving.

L. Overcasli, of Pittsburgh, askedfor a law that would protect barbers
who work In underground shops. His
proposed act would prevent overhead
heating systems, drafts, gaa stoves

without flues and other things in cel-
lar barber shops.

Plans are now tentatively completed

by the Harrlsburg Safety Council to
have a permanent organization in the
public schools to teach the children
the principles of safety.

The Safety Council will take the
matter up with the School Board in
the near future with a view to having
safety lectures and educational ex-
hibits in the various buildings peri-
odically. The children will be taught
tho rules of .safety with regard to
street cars, fire, crossings and so on
by competent lecturers who will be
members of the educational committee

of the council. On this committee will
be members of the Harrlsburg Cham-
ber of Commerce, the Civic Club, rep-
resentatives of the Harrlsburg Rail-
ways Company, Motor Club of Harris-
burg and other organizations of simi-
lar nature.

At the present time every school
child in the city is being taught the
principles of safety first in connection
with the big efficiency and welfare
conference now on.

Brownell,
safety inspector for the Chicago Rail-
ways Company, is conducting the
school work.
