Places City's Decrease at 13

Harrisburg'surpassed all cities of its
size in the State and some that arc
larger in the total of estimated cost
of building operations for the past
year, even though there was a decrease
of -13 per cent, in business done here.

"EMI SLIPPED."

Professor Henschen said this morn-
ing that the shock was due to a slip-
ping of the earth along the mountain
range, beginning near Mt. Vesuvius,
and running under the Mediterranean
Sea to Tunis in northern Africa.

"This slip in the strata of the earth
along the range caused the tremor
which shook tho surface, in that sec-
tion of the country," he said. "The
earth in Southern Europe especially
around Italy and Greece Is very weak
and unsettled, causing movements oc-
casionally underneath the earth be-
ginning In the solid foundations. Many
of the earthquakes are due to volcanic
action also, but Rome is not near that
section of tho country and consequent-
ly the other cause would be the slide
in the earth strata."

Smyser Agrees With Hciisclien
Professor James A. Smyser, instruc-

tor of geology and physical geography
at the Central high school, credited tho
earthquake to the same cause given
by Mr. Henschen, explaining that
many of the minor earthquakes are
caused by slips in the crust of the
earth.

"These slips are caused by pressure
underneath the surface which is not
evenly distributed causing tremors in
the solid foundations of the earth
which In turn cause the shock In the
loose earth on the surface.

"The real cause of the severe
action," Air. Smyser went on to say, "Is
the change in the vibratory motion of
the solid earth underneath to the mass
motion of the earth on tho surface.
Sometimes heavy 'quakes are caused
by a change of only ore-twenty-llftli
of an inch in the position of the solid
rock."

This Section Safest.
"Japan, Greece and Italy are sub-

jected to more shocks than other sec-
tions of the world because the earth
is weak and not adjusted at those
pla< es. The eastern portion of the
United States is least likely to be af-
fected because the earth here is stable
having undergone the many, changes
caused by earthquakes, millions of
years ago. Now tho strata Is settled
and can scarcely be moved.

"The Pacific coast is just the oppo-
site; a folding of tho earth was the
.cause of the great San Francisco dis-
i aster; a collapse of a subterranean
'cavern caused the Charleston 'quake,
[while many other ones are due to the

i same cause. The most shock from
these changes is felt at about an angle

| of 45 degrees frwin the .slip, which ex-
plains the movement in Italy."

[thought but that the 'quake was prob-
iably due to a fault or slip In the earth
I near Rome.

few weeks when the large eastern rail-
roads distribute their annual equip-
ment orders. This advent of railroad
buying, according to local otficials,
will indicate return of prosperity to
all lines of business.

The orders received to-day include
3,500 tons of standard steel rails for
the Reading Railway company; 3,000
open hearth rails for the Norfolk and;
Southern, GOO tons of heavy girders
for shipment to the Pacific coats, 500
tons of "T" rails for Florida East
Coast railroad and 2,000 tons of steel
castings from various companies.

That larger orders are expected In
the near future is evident from the
statement of T. 11. Tachaberry, as-
sistant general salesmanager of the
company. "There is nothing remaric-
lable in these orders," he declared, "but
we expect some really big orders in
a few weeks. When these come hard
times will be over." .

While no word has been received at
the Steelton offices of the company as
to whether all these orders will be
filled in Steelton. it is probable that
the greater part of the work will be
turned out there. All the castings
will be made in Steelton. The girders

and at least a large part of the steel
rails will also be turned out there.
Both the Steelton and Sparrow's
Point plants, however, are equipped
to turn out these grades of rails.

BILL WILL BE PASSED

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the question of equal suffrage as a

constitutional amendment to-the voters

at the next election is thoroughly ex-
pected at the coming session of the
Legislature.

The assurance of the women Is bas-
ed on the victory of the iirst passage
of the bill at the last session; the sup-
port given In the platform of the Re-
publican party as well as of other lead-
ing parties; the favor indicated in the
campaign speeches of Martin G.
Brumbaugh; the recommendation in
the message of Governor Tener; and
the general trend of favorable opin-
ion shown by the vote of 20 to 9 made
by the Pennsylvania congressmen
when the national amendment was
voted on recently at Washington.

Miss Hannah J. Patterson, chairman
of the association, speaks with great
enthusiasm on the outlook for her
cause. "We feel certain the question
will pass the State Legislature and will
be put to the voters of Pennsylvania
next November," she said this morn-
ing. In fact I think this State is near-
er having woman suffrage than any
other State that does not now have it.
We know what the general opinion or
the voters must be by the attitude
shown in the vote of the Pennsylvania
congressmen only a few days ago.
Their support is merely a reflection of
the home sentiment from constituents.

| No Demonstration This Year
"No, we will not make any demon-

stration In Harrlsburg during the ses-
sion. Our association is educational
and does not Intend to have any street
parades or Hag waving to draw attrac-
tion. We are nonpartisan, and are
striving only to get the franchise for
women, so we take sides on no other
public question.

"We are fighting for equal suffrage
for men and women, and I think the
only limit that should be put on the
franchise of either sex is the limit of
the educational test. Illiterates and
immigrants who are unfit for citizen-
ship, whether men or women, should

, be restricted from voting."
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
