German Paper Attempts
to Predict Trouble Here

By Associated Press

April 21, via London, 12.48
P. M.—The Post in an editorial article
entitled ‘“The American Troubles”
casts doubt upon the genuineness of
the accident which caused the ground-
ing of the Japanese cruiser Asama in
Turtle Bay, Lower California.

The paper says there are two pos-
sible explanations of this incident.
One is an effort to put pressure upon
Washington to relieve the situation
while the other is an at-
tempt to secure a naval base in Mex-
ico. This would touch America's
sorest point, the paper says, namely,
the Monroe Doctrine. America must
either give Japan a free hand in China
or demand that Jupun leave Mexico,
This would mean war.

Continuing, the paper says:

“‘Germany would view such a war
with mixed feelings. While we do not
desire a victory of the yellow race
over the white, nevertheless America
has no claim to the love or respect of
the Germans. We would be satisfied
to know that this country, which first
became a state at an expenditure of
German blood and German energy,
should, from its political condition of
unsympathetic contentment, come to
know the bitter necessities of war.”
