THREE LOCAL TRAING

New Passenger Schedule Will Be
Effective June 27; Must
Change at Lancaster

Advance sheers showing modlfica-
tions in the Pennsylvania Railroad
main line passenger schedules are in
the hands of local passenger depart-
ment officials.
