Suicide at Mechanicsburg

Mechanicsburg, Pa., Dec. 1.—John
8. Weaver, ex-postmaster, committed
suicide yesterday afternoon
o'clock at his home in East Main
street by shooting himself through the
head. Previous to this time Mr.
Weaver had been around transacting
business and about five minutes before
T“as talking to his wife.

revolver of 32 caliber, four cartridges
loaded and one discharged.

Weaver had placed the muzzle of the
revolver In his mouth, the bullet tak-
ing an upward course and lodging in
his head. Death was instantaneous.
