Over 150 are
expected to attend and the occasion
will be enlivened by singing, banjo
and mandolin pinying, and speech-
making.

Probably the most prominent
alumnus the Academy has ever foster-
ed has written from New York a let-
ter of regret which Headmaster
Brown will read to the "boys" to-

jnight. It is from General Horace
i Porter, class of 1853, who Is well
. known in this city, having spent the
j larger part of his boyhood here. He
is a son of former Governor David R.
Porter and a brother of the late Dr.
George W. Porter of this city. Gen-
eral Porter was at one time identified
with a large iron manufacturing con-
cern here.

His letter is as follows:
My Dear Mr. Brown:

It is a long lapse of time between
1833 and 1915. During that period I
have not had the privilege of slaking
my thirst at the Pyerian Springs or
fuafflng any inspiring <lraught at the
fountain of learning, the Harrisburg
Academy. In language less classic, It
has been a long time between drinks.
My heart has always been true to the
old Academy and its teachings, and a
long career has taught, me the truth
of Brougham's wordfe: 'Our
school Injurs are all the days and
ntglits of our existence.'

With my best wishes for our hon-
ored institution of learning and with
more regret than I can express at not.
being able to be with you to-night, 1
am, very sincerely,
