NEW SYSTEM FOR
B. & 0. RAILROAD

Directors Rearrange Divisions
and Transfer Department

Chiefs

Special to the Telegraph
Baltimore, June 29.?An Important

rearrangement of the lines of the
Baltimore and Ohio Railroad system

snc. changes in the jurisdiction of the
executive officers, discontinuing the
numerical order of designating vice-
presidents, were announced following
a meeting of the board of directors in
New York yesterday.

For operating purposes the system
is divided into three distinct territories
to be known as eastern lines, western
lines and New York terminal lines.
The eastern lines will embrace the
main line and branches of the Balti-
more. and Ohio east of Wheeling, VV.
Va., and Chicago Junction, Ohio. The
western lines will embrace that part
of the Baltimore and Ohio west from
Parkersburg, Wheeling and Chicago
Junction, and, it is expected, will in-
clude the Cincinnati, Hamilton and
Dayton lines from Cincinnati to
Toledo and branch lines which will be
taken over under the reorganization.

Super-U-boat With Dyes
and Medicine is Reported

to Be off Chesapeake Bay
Baltimore, Md., June 29. lt was

announced yesterday by a financier in-
terested in the venture that the big
German submarine for which various
cities on the coast have been looking
is now off the mouth of the Chesa-
peake Bay. The submarine is said to
be loaded with dyestuffs and medicine,
chiefly aspirin.

Stored on the pier of the EasternForwarding Company at Locust Point
are nickel and rubber valued at $600,-
000. They will constitute the cargo
of the submarine on her return voyage
to Germany. The capacity of the sub-
marine is 500 tons. Dividing her are
many small compartments.

The nickel haa been waiting here In
Baltimore for some time. It came inlarge sacks. The undersea merchant-
man sailed either from Bremen or
Hamburg June 14. Allalong the wa-
terfront the valuable accumulation of
nickel at the pier of the Eastern
Transportation Company has excited
speculation.

Officials of the Baltimore Customs
House expressed no surprise when in-
formed that the German submarinewas due here. Port authorities of
Boston and New York have been ex-
pecting the submarine for two weeks.
It was announced June 9 in New York
that the submarine had left Cuxhaven
several days before and was bound for
New York.

It then
scored the greatest gain of any stock,
opening with 8,000 shares at 100 to
101 against yesterday's closing price
of 91.

36 Killed, 40 Hurt
in Mexican Train Wreck

Mexico City, June 29. Thirty-six
persons have been killed and more
than forty seriously injured in a colli-
sion betweeq two trains at the railroad
crossing of Tlalnepantla, about seven
miles north of Mexico City. One of
the trains was running north from the
capital and the other was coming

from Monte Alteo.

been killed In a collision between an
automobile in which he was riding
and a locomotive at Magdalena, Son-
ora.

SHORT MEASURE IN* U. S. FLAG

creased demand for American flags
has led some of the flag manufacurers
here to curtail the length and breadth
of the Star Spangled Banner under
standard size, and substitute mercer-
ized cotton for silk and cotton for
.wool, says the commissioner of weights
and measures. Twenty-flve manufac-
turers were summoned before the
commissioner yesterday and warned
that they must stop giving short meas-
ure or substituting cheaper materials.

30 MONTHS FOR DR. LIEBKNECHT
Berlin, June 29. Dr. Karl Lieb-

knecht, the Socialist leader, was put
on trial yesterday before a court-mar-
tial and sentenced to 30 months' penal
servitude and dismissal from the
army for attempted high treason, gross
lnsubordlnatlop and resistance to the
authorities.

INFANTILE PARALYSIS EPIDEMIC
New York, June 29. An epidemic

of Infantile paralysis is spreading so
rapidly here that the Health Depart-
ment has organised a special force of
twenty experts to fight it. So far 20l>
cases have been reported In Brooklyn
and 20 in Manhattan from which there
have been 12 deaths. Thirty-two cases
were reported yesterday.
