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START PLANS TO
DISTRIBUTE CASH

Pennsylvania Railroad to Open
Bureau at El Paso For

Employes in Army

In order to afford the promptest
poLsiblo relief for the families and de-
pendents of Pennsylvania Railroad
employe* who have been called into
military service, a special inquiry is
being conducted in the case of every
man who is now at the front. Plans

for taking up the work were an-
nounced last week.

This inquiry is being made under
the direction of the superintendents
of the various divisions of the railroad
and will be completed within a few j
days. The informaUon gathered will
lorm the basis upon which the execu-
tive officers of the railroad will
authorize disbursements and adminis-
ter relief to the families of soldiers
out of the fund of SIOO,OOO set aside;
Sfer this purpose by the board of direc-
tors on July 12.

Method of Procedure
This method of procedure will In-

sure that all disbursements from the
fund wil be made in accordance with
the resolutions adopted by the board
of directors, which provided as fol-
lows:

"Each case will be dealt with on Its
own merits, so that the relief will in
every case be directed into channels
where there Is an established neces-
sity for its application."

In addition, the railroad will es-
tablish a special bureau of informa-
tion with headquarters at El Paso,
Texas. The bureau will be in charge
of George W. Buzby of the office of
the Superintendent of Telegraph,
Pennsylvania Railroad. Mr. Buzby
will be assisted by members of the
staff of the voluntary relief depart-
ment and by a clerical force. He la
now enroute to El Paso with his assist-
ants.

The soldiers will be kept advised of
the welfare of their families atad
what is being done for their assistance
in cases where aid is required. The
families will be kept informed as to
the movements and whereabouts of
the men under arms. This bureau will
be continued in operation until the
withdrawal of troops from the Mex-
ican border.

Raleigh Reports Nine
Lives Lost and Hundreds

Homeless; Trains Held Up
By Associated Press

Raleigh, N. C? July 17. Flood
waters which swept parts of North
Carolina, South Carolina, Virginia,

Tennessee and West Virgnia taking
a toll of at least nine lives, render-
ing hundreds of persons homeless and
doing property damage variously es-
timated at from $10,000,000 to $15,-
000,000 were receding to-day.

The worst conditions obtained in
Western North Carolina ivhere the
flood was described as the most dis-
astrous In the history of that section.
Ashevllle and its environs were the
heaviest sufferers but with train ser-
vice at a standstill us the result of
washouts, slides and lost bridges,
telegraph service badly crippled and
roads almost impassable it probably
will be several days before the full
extent of death and destruction will
be determined.

Lower Ashevllle still was flooded
to-day by the waters of the French
Broad river which -«-ent over their
banks yesterday morning sweeping
away mills and other manufacturing
plants and a number of homes. Two
deaths were reported in the city prop-
er while another death occurred at
the town of Blltmore to the east and
two score persons including members
of a railway construction gang who
went down with a bridge were listedas missing.

Between Ashevllle and Salisbury
railroad bridges were washed out on
the Catawba river and further south
along the same river railroad and
highway bridges were carried away
and tracks were placed under water.
Sawmills and other property as wellas live stock suffered throughout this
section.

Similar conditions obtained on the
Yadkin river around Lexington, N. C.,
and dead animals, wreckage frommills, cotton, tobacco, oil and otherdebris floated down the raging stream.

In the Piedmont section of South
Carolina crops suffered great damage,
highway bridges were washed away
and railroad service was badly in-terrupted. The Southern Power Com-pany's plant near Spartanburg, wasflooded, tying up the interurban line
between Spartanburg and Greenwoodand Gastonia and Charlotte.In southwest Virginia flood waters
carried away bridges and tracks.

Rebel Leader, Gen. Hwang,
Causes Agitation in Japan

Toklo, May 16. (Correspondence
of the Associated Press.) The agi-
tation among the Chinese revolution-
aries io Japan was Increased by the
sensational arrival here from the
United States of the revolutionary
leader. General Hwang Hsing, who dis-
appeared mysteriously from the
steamer Shjnyo Maru before she arriv-
ed at Yokohama. About 50 Japanese
newspaper reporters were grouped at

revolutionary movement in SouthChina, but although they searched thevessel from stem to stem they were
unable to find him.

thorities who came out in a launch.Passengers testified to seeing a man

Hobnailed Shoes For the Boys on the Border

The War Department has ordered 250,000 shoes of a new tvpe for the
U. S. regulars and militiamen in Mexican service, 20,000 of which have
been delivered. All the troops on th e border and in the interior of Mexico
will be outfitted with these shoes just as soon as they roach the front.
These shoes are used by the allies, t hough they were first used by the
Turkish armies. They are hobnailed, as the photograph shows whereas
all of the shoes now in use by the ar my are smooth. A distinguishing fea-
ture or the new shoe, however, is that the leather is worn inside out, andis exceptionally soft. The shoe has no cap. The old shoes lasted barely
three weeks in Mexico, their particular enemy being malpais rock, which
rapidly cuts them intt> shreds. The old shoe weighs two pounds and threeounces, while the new model weighs three pounds and seven ounces.
