PLATTSBURG ARMY
COMPLETES MARCH
Now in Camp After Strenuous

Week on the

Road

By Special Staif Correspondence

In Camp near Cadyville, X. Y.,
Sunday, Aug. 6, 1916.

The Reds and Blues, composing the

Plattsburg citizen army of Infantry,
cavalry, artillery and engineers, are
encamped on the Saranac River near
this town over Sunday, after a strenu-
ous week of marching and maneuver-
ing, camping at a new spot each
night. The lights each day have been
waged fiercely and In great earnest,

but fortunately there have been but
few accidents.

An entire regiment of students at-
tacked three companies of business-
men yesterday morning, but the lat-
ter refused to retreat in spite of the
overwhelming superiority of numbers
on the enemy's side. So the students,
about 1500 of them, fixed bayonets
and charged, to the real fright of the
older men, who grabbed their rifles
as clubs and prepared to resist the
"crazy youngsters." The umpires
called the engagement off beforft any
damage was done.

A large number of the rookies vis-
ited the Xew York State prison and
asylum for insane criminals at Danne-
mora to-day. Tho place is located
about 6 miles from the camp site and
those who were shown through the
grounds and buildings were much Im-
pressed with the cleanliness and order
everywhere displayed. There are 539
men in one section of the grounds who
are insane, and it gave a somewhat
creepy feeling to have several hun-
dred eyes fixed unseeingly or crafUly
on us as interlopers. The open air
and sunshine > seemed doubly good
when we finally emerged.

Camp, tent and equipment inspec-
tion was the only duty the soldiers had
to meet this morning. The rest of
the day was given over to each indi-
vidual to do with as he liked. Two
days more of hiking and the return to
Plattsburg will be made. Truly one
learns to appreciate the folly of un-
preparedness after spending a month
at a camp of this sort. To learn is
to realize how little good an untrained
volunteer army could do in case this
country needed a powerful arm to
regulate and insure the justice and
equality which is so glibly spoken of
in abstract terms. Every man who
leaves Plattsburg is a strong advocate
of compulsory military training, which
fact serves to show as nothing else
can do the wide divergence between
the theoretical and the practical.

Examinations For Olticcrs-to-Be
The other evening a telegram was

read by Captain (now Major) Hal-
stead Dorey to the assembled men,
announcing that there are 1500 va-
cancies in the army for men who can
pass the examinations for 2d Lieuten-
ant, with a likelihood of advancement
in the near future to the rank of Ist
Lieutenant, which is the present status
of men who graduated from West
Point this year. Later there will be
opportunities given for those who
wish to take exams, for officers in the
Reserve Corps, to be called out only
in time of war.

In the last few days, older and less
hardy men have been dropping out of
ranks during the march on account of
the intense heat and choking dust, but
a rest over Sunday at this attractive
camping site is putting most of them
back on their feet.

There has been surprisingly little
difficulty from poor feet in compari-
son to previous camps and the
marches have been equally hard.
Seven thousand tanned and healthy
citizen soldiers willreturn this week to
their respective places in civilian life
and Plattsburg for them will be tem-
porarily laid aside. But the effects
will not stop there. Public opinion is
being moulded to such an extent in
favor of these camps that it is a safe
prophecy that within a very few years
some similar method of systematic
training will have been adopted in this
country that will make of our young
men more sturdy and dependable citi-
zens, with a strong appreciaUon of
their country, which Gen. Wood de-
clares is an essential part of their
right of manhood suffrage.

Another Harrisburg correspondent
writing last Sunday from Plattsburgduring- the hike says:

"This week has been an intensely in-
teresting and busy one. Each day we
have been able to obtain a better idea
of the problems and to execute tliem
accordingly in a more skillful way.
Naturally, a private?or for that mat-
ter a corporal or sergeant?cannot get
too clear an idea of what is going on,
but it's all great and I'm having the
time of my life.

"The last two days have been terri-
ble. however, with long marches in
dust several inches thick, skirmishes
through thick woods and marshv
ground and long hills to climb. Several
hundred men have dropped out. 1 un-
derstand, and the ambulances are full
every time they pass us. Wheu we
struck Cadyville at noon yesterday wt
were practically all in. but everyone
sang as loud as possible and lorgot
they were exhausted. We are to stay
here to-day, doing nothing save inspec-
tion this morning, and I couldn't imag-
ine a more beautiful camping ground.
Several hundred feet high, we nave a
typically Pennsylvania view across a
wooded plain to where the mountains
rise again on a wonderful sky line.

"Retreat last night was more thrill-
ing than usual on account of the won-
derful rite. From where our company
Is placed 1 could look over two of the
other regiments and it was surely in-
spiring to see long lines of men in all
directions and all standing at atten-
tion while the band played to the col-
ors.

"To-morrow we march to a point
somewhere near Plattsburg and they
tell ine 1' is to be in the nature of a.
forced march?rather speedy. Then
Tuesday we make our triumphant en-
try into the town with bands playing
and everyone turns out for the great
occa<ton.

"After I finish this letter I'm going
down to the river to take a swim with
the boys. There's a slick little river,
the Saranac. and we are making the
most of It. Wednesday we shall start
home through the lakes, of which I
never tire, taking the night boat at
Albany and arriving home Thursday."
