The Second regiment of Pennsyl-
vania infantry, now at El Paso, will
become the Second regiment of fleld
artillery of Pennsylvania and the
Ninth Infantry, called ‘to assemble at
Mt. Gretna on August 18, will become
the Third field artillery. The Thir-
teenth infantry will retain its identity
and number and after being assembled
at Mt. Gretna on August 15, will be
mustered into the United States ser-
vice and sent to the border to take the
place of the Second infantry in the
First brigade. The two commands
will be equipped at Gretna and sent
South “when practicable.”
