U. S. Steel Earnings of
$85,817,067 New Record

New York, Nov. 1. Although be-
low the general estimate predicted by
the financial district total earnings of
the United States Steel Corporation for
the third quarter of the year, issued I
yesterday established a new high rec- iord at $85,817,067, exceeding the pre-
vious best statement, issued three
months ago, by $4,681,019.

With this record earning statement!
the directors again rewarded common )
stockholders by declaring an extra ;
dividend of 1 per cent. This is the sec- I
ond extra disbursement of its kind
within the past six months, a similar j
dividend being declared three months iago. The declaration of the extra divi-
dend, together with the paying of the
regular dividend of 1% per cent, will
mean that the corporation must pay j
out approximately $11,000,000 to its'
common shareholders.

tration of women for swimming events
be stricken out.

The definition of an amateur sports-
man under the revised rule will he
"one who engages in sport solely for
the pleasure and physical, mental or '
social benefits he derives therefrom, Iand to whom sport is nothing more i
than an avocation."

Fultz Some Plain Facts

Chicago, Nov. 1. B. B. Johnson,
president of the American League]
yesterday disputed the charge by
David L. Fultz, president of the Base-
ball Players - Fraternity, that ball-
players In the American League were
not paid while incapacitated through
injuries received while playing. The
charge was made by Mr. Fultz re-
cently in his demands for new condi-
tions made on the National Commis-
sion. Johnson to-day telegraphed
Fultz to produce the contracts or re-
tract the charges.

"I have never heard of a single in-
stance in the league in which a player
who has been accidentally hurt while
playing has not been paid while he
was unable to play," said Johnson.
"All contracts in the league pass
through my office and I cannot re-
member one in which the liability
clause was stricken out."
