a gambler in the market, but is whathe terms a "business speculator." He
refused to say whether the rumor that
he had recently made $3,500,000 was
technically true or not, but he did

I "I must have made a very large
i amount, for I have paid In full for
jmy mistakes of the past, and they
cost me $2,000,000. I went into
bankruptcy to get a 1 chance to get
on my feet again. If I had not done
so, I would have to have made a mil-
lion a day to have gotten anywhere.
So, when I finally came back I paid
all my creditors in full, although I
was not legally liable for the debts, sis
X had been discharged from bank-
ruptcy.

"I did not make this new fortune

as I made my former one. It was
not a case of gambling all on on
turn. I made this fortune on several
issues?cotton, grain and 'war brides.'

"This Wall Street game Is a psycho,
logical one. The first requisite to suc-
cess is confidence in one's self. 1never lost my nerve.

"Usually a man buys and then,
