Heart
failure was the cause of his death.
Mr. Etter was one of the oldest
businessmen in the city having owned
a store here since 1866. He was born
in Newport, Perry county, in 1835.
His parents, Henry and Mary Etter
were of old Perry county families.
When a young man Calvin left home
and came to Harrisburg where he se-
cured ‘employment in a grocery store.
After the Civil War he entered the
grocery business for himself. His
store, located at State and Filbert
streets, was moved to 911 Cowden
street, at the beginning of the move-
ment for Capitol Park Extension.
