The Sproul resolution, pledging ine
support of Pennsylvania to the Presi-
dent and the national government in
the German crisis, which was adopted
in the Senate last night, was con-
curred in by the House of Representa-
tives at the morning session to-day
with ene dissenting vote, that of Mr
Maurer, the Socialist member from
Berks. The Governor will send the
resolution to Washington.

The House received a number of
bills and after passing on second read-
ing the Spangler bill, amending ¥ rk
county poor board laws, took a recess
at 10.30 a. m. until 5 p. m,, the Speaker
requesting all committees to meet.
