Effective January 1

The new fish code will take effect
on January 1, 1918 and was pre-
pared by the State Department of
Fisheries and considered at a con-
ference of representatives of fish-
ermen’s and sportsmen's associations
here in December. It fixes seasons
as follows: Trout, except lake, April
15 to July 31, 25 limit; lake or sal-
mon, trout, July 1 to September 30,
while the following have as season
from July’1l to December 31, and
creel limits as follows: bass, 12; rock,
25; pike perch, wall-eyed pike, Sus-
quehanna salmon, pickerel, 25; yel-
low perch, 50; muscallonge, 4.
