LACK OF LIME
LIMITS YIELDS

County Farm Agent Says it
Should Pave Way For

Color

Crop yields are limited by any
lack of lime" H. G. Niesley, county

farm agent, says. "When this is the

cjise. good farming requires that the
lack be supplied. The chief us| of
lime is to correct soil acidity. Soil

rcidity may be detected by the litmus
Paper test. Moist acid soil will turn

blue litmus paper pink. The practical ifarmer can detect soil acidity fromthe character of the vegetation. Whenalsike clover thrives far better than
red clover, rep top supplants timothy,
and sorrel and plantain take thegiound that should be occupied bya good sod. there Is such strong prob-ability of a lime deficiency that the
Pennsylvania farmer does well to
rake an application of lime.

In the use of lime one has a choice
of ground limestone, burred lime, hy-
drated lime and air-slacked lime. Aton of pure limestone after being
burned will weigh 1,120 pounds. Ifenough water is added to this 1.120pounds to hydrate it, the resulting
material will have a total weight of1,450 pounds. If the 1,120 pounds of
burned lime, or the 1,480 pounds of
hydrated lime, are allowed to air-slack the weight will again be 2,000
pounds. Air-slacked lime, therefore,
lias the same composition as ground
limestone.. Ground limestone Is cheap-
er, however, than air-slacked lime.
li> drated lime contains considerable
water. One cannot afford to pay
freight on water. One's choice then

: in buying lime economically must be
between ground limestone and burned
lime.

While some experiments seem to
show to show that ground limestonehas given a little better returns than
the caustic forms, such returns are
not usually sufficiently greater to jus-
tify the use of giound limestone at a
disproportionate price.

Fineness Is essential in applying
pulverized lime. Experiments at the
Pennsylvania State College School of
Agriculture and Experiment Station
show that in order to be prompt and
effective in its action pulverized lime-
stone should be tine, enough to allow
ninety per cent, of it to pass a 60-
mesli screen.

The quantity of lime per acre va-
ries. If a soil is a tenacious clay and
physical improvement is desired, an
application of two or three tons of
stone lime may be profitable. Ordi-
nary lime is applied to make a soil
friendly to clover and other plants
and the equivalent of one to one and
one-half tons of stone lime per acre,
applied once once in each crop rota-
tion is usually a maximum amount.

An application of lime usually
should pave the way for clover. It
is well to apply lime a year or more
before the seeding of clover. If this
has not been done it may be applied
when the seedbed is made for wheat,
oats or other crop with which clover
is to be seeded.

Plowing lime down is wasteful. Ap-
ply with a lime spreader after grounu
has been plowed. Mix it with the
soil by the use of a harrow. It should
not be drilled in with seeds, mixed
with commercial fertilizer nor used
in place of a fertilizer. Apply linn
to meet the lime requirement of tha
soil and when this has been ine use
manure and commercial fertilizers in
the ways that have been found prot*
itable for the crops to be grown.

Rev. M. L. Ganoe, Thrice
Pastor, Dies From Hurts
Received in the Civil War

Chambersburg, Pa., Sept. 4.?The
Rev. Martin L Ganoe, three times
elected chaplain of the state Grand
Army, which position he held at
death, died at his home here late
last night after an illness lasting
since 1907 and due directly to in-
juries he received when a soldier. A
horse falling upon his leg and thigh
during a battle. Dr. Ganoe served
three churches?Lumber City, 1970-
71, Clearfield circuit, 1872-74, Gettys-
burg, 1874-70, St. Paul's Harrisburg,
1877-79; Mulberry Street, Williams-
port, 1880-82; Chambersburg, 1883-
85; Danville district as presiding
elder, 1887-88; Mulberry Street, Wil-
liamsport, 1889-91; Kidge Avenue,
Harrisburg. 1892-93; First Church,
Altoona. 1894-98; First Church,
York, 1898-1906; Bloomsburg, 1907.
He was 74 years old and leaves two
children, Mrs. Walter Stephens, of
Carlisle, and Harvey 8., president of
Chambersburg council.

WILSON WISHES
HE COULD JOIN

MEN AT FRONT
President Would Join Draft

Men in Patriotic Work
if He Could

Washington, Sept. 4.?Draftedmen of the five per cent, quota go-
ing to the National Army canton-
ments were reporting to-day to local
boards in all districts to receive in-
structions and railroad and meal
tickets. Most of thorn will be given
permission to, spend the night at
home under orders to report again
to the board shortly before train
time to-morrow.

About 30,000 most of whom
have been selected because of
previous military trailing or ex-
perience as cooks, are included in
the first quota. By to-morrow nightthey will be in the sixteen canton-
ments, except those at Yaphank, L.1., and Admiral, Md? where con-
struction is not completed.

Each district's quota will be placed
in charge of one recruit to whom
will be given authority to com-
mand the men until they reach camp.

A letter from President Wilson,
made public to-day by the WhiteHouse, addressed to Thomas 1,.
Chadbourne, Jr., of the Mavor's
committee on National Defense, New
York, reads as follows:

"Please say to the men on
September 4 how entirely my
heart is with them and how my
thoughts will follow them
across the sea with confidence
and also with genuine envy, for
I should like to be with them
on the field and in the trenches
where the real and final battle
for the independence of the
United States is to be fought,
alongside the other peopls of
the world, struggling, like our-
selves, to make an end of these
things whiclf have threatened
the integrity of their territory,

\u25a0 the lives of their people, and
the very character and inde-
pendence of their governments.
Bid them Godspeed for me
from a very full heart."

APPEAL BOARD BUSY

act number of men that showed up
could not be ascertained but they
represented the larger part of the
133 that failed to show up when call-
ed. Most of these men were either
foreigners or colored. The f9rmer
claimed ignorance of the law and
stated that they, had no intention of
ducking their duty. One colored man
voiced the sentiment of the majority
of the backward ones of his race
when he said: "Mistar man, 1 done
jus' return from away. Ah hnd no
idee that ah had been called. No in-
deedy, ah ain't no slacker. I's a
colored man, sah, but ah am jus as
willin' to do ma duty as any white
man. No sah, ah ain't no slacker. I
jus didn't know about it, thas all."

Some False Claims
While many of the late arrivals

have filed claims for exemption
these will be refused and the men
who are physically fit will be accept-
ed and their names sent to the appeal
board as such. This will be the ex-
tent of their punishment. There
have been several cases among
these men of false claims for ex-
emption. While it is a serious mat-
ter at the present time for any one
to make false claims, these men will
be given a chance, to withdraw their
affidavits, as it is claimed that they
did not fully realize the meaning of
dependants. Many of the young men
claimed exemption on the ground of
dependants even though their both
parents were living and In good
health. They had the' wrong concep-
tion of the word and will be given a
chantfe to retract. Many of the men
who did not show up have reported
as having enlisted. The board at
Steelton will not do any examining
this week except on Thursday, when
twenty-fivo transferred men will be
called. The rest of the week will,be
taken up acting upon the exemption
claims of the last four hundred ex-
amined. This board has certified
twenty-seven names to the appeal
board.

Open New Quarters
The new headquarters or the draft

board of division two in the Dauphin
building was formally opened this
morning. The new quarters consist
of three rooms on the third floor.
There will be no exemptions by
this board this week. Calls for fifty
men to appear next Monday morn-
ing were sent out to-day and next
week three hundred men will be ex-
amined. The remainder of this week
will be spent in acting upon exemp-
tions and making reports.

79 Missing In No. 2
While no slacker lint has been

given out by this board it was learn-
ed to-day that 79 men out of the 567
called failed to put in appearance.
The board has not as yet classed
these men as slackers claiming that
reports from them will be received
soon. It is known that the larger
part of them have enlisted or have
moved to parts far from Pennsylva-
nia. If nothing is heard from these
men before their cases are taken up
their names will be certified and sent
to the appeal board as accepted. The
appeal board will then certify them
back to the local board and the men
will then be under the United States
Army and classed as deserters.

Wants Himl Man Off
At 12.15 this afternoon a woman

from "four miles back of Dauphin,"
appeared In the House caucus rooms
in the Capitol in a much excited
manner. "What is the trouble?"
asked Mr. Fj*ee. "I want to claim ex-
emption for my hired man," said the
woman. "My two boys are in the
Army and my hired man has been
drafted. If he is taken I will be un-
able to do the work on my farm."
Mr. Free then furnished her with
the necessary exemption blanks and
she departed. Before leaving the
woman stated that her two boys
were anxious to Join the Army and
she let them go, considering it a pa-
triotic duty. To lose the hired man
also was more than what she con-
sidered patriotism, so she will make
an attempt to keep him.

The draft board at Ellzabethville
examined forty-one men this morn-
ing. Of this number twenty-flve pass-
ed, and sixteen were discharged. Six
claimed no exemption. This board
will do no more examining this week
but will examine the remainder of
the men called starting next Mon-
day. The three draft boards of Dau-
phin county did very little work on
Labor Day, the entire time being
spent in preparing their affairs for
the big task ahead or them this
wuek In aiting upon exemptions. (
