Some idea of the maernitudP of

the work may be gleaned from the
fact that during the mobilization of
the National Guard and regular
Army on the Mexican border last
year, the association at one time
had forty-two buildings and six tents
under operation. To man here it
had in the field 169 secretar'es. The
toral estimated attendance :.t the
buildings and tents was 7,171,468.
Stationery for letters was furnished
to 5,0.">9,724.
