
GAME CANNOT BE
SENT TO CAMPS

Dr. Kalbfus Issues Important
Warning lo People of State

Regarding New Code
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t'cQj' Dr! Joseph Kalb-
fus, secretary of

L.,e . . .......aoiou, has issued a state-
ment in response to numerous inquir-
ies whether game could be sent to
1 amps in which he says that it may
not be so shipped for three reasons.
The I'.rst is that section 32 of the new
game code specifically forbids the
shipment of game even from one
point to another point in the state of
Pennsylvania by parcel post; that the
same section forbids the shipment of
small game within the state by ex-
press or common carrier or by auto-
mobiles or vehicles of any kind un-
less same is accompanied by the
owner and is carried either on the
person or if in baggage is so marked
as tr> clearly designate the contents
of the package. Large game or parts
thereof when properly marked may
be shipped from point to point within
the state and that section 33 of the
same forbids shipment of game out
of the state except in case of a non-
resident hunter who has a state non-
resident hunters' license and which
he openly carries.

The letter says that the game code
forbids any change in these provi-
sions.

Autos Incrca.se?The State High-
way Department's automobile di-
vision to-day issueil a statement that
registrations of motor vehicles in
Pennsylvania from January 1 to Oc- j
tober 31 had reached the number j
of 542,528 and that the revenue de- 1
rived therefrom was $3,246,144.50.
This breaks all records, and the
fact that over 5,100 applications for
1918 registrations have been received

already, yielding $40,535, shows that
there will be heavy registration next j
year. The department is urging all '
owners to lllc their applications '
early, especially truck owners, be-
cause of the anticipated heavy win-
ter trattic on main highways. The
registration and revenue thus far as
compared with other years shows:
1916, whole year, 329,300 and 12,-
303,625.50; 1915, 232,697 and sl,-
654,258, and 1914. 164,536 and Sl.-
1T5,951.50. Of the cars registered
this year, 303,417 have been pneu-
matic tired.

Jackson's l'arowfll Dr. John
Price Jackson, State Commission of
Labor and Industry, who has been
called to the United States Army
reserve, to-day issued a statement to
the newspapers of Pennsylvania in
which he asked the continued aid of
the editors in efforts to reduce what
he terms "the enormous accident loss
which has been growing by reason of
increased production and the neces-
sary shift of green workers into un-
familiar positions." The letter asks

Gov. Brumbaugh Greets
Soldier Boys at Augusta

Augusta, Ga., Nov. 10. Governor
Martin G. Brumbaugh, of Pennsyl-
vania, arrived in Augusta yesterday
at 1.35, four hours later than he was
scheduled to arrive. He was met at
the train by Brigadier General Chris-
topher T. O'Neill, personal represen-
tative of Brigadier General Freder-
ick W. Stllwell, and went immediate-
ly to the camp. The, Governor was
accompanied Wy members of his staff,
with their wives.

Governor Brumbaugh immediately
upon arriving at the camp was met
by General F. W. Stilwell, command-
er of the camp in the absence of Gen-
eral Clement. Commissioned officers
came to brigade headquarters to meet
the Governor, and later the Chief
Executive was conducted through
the camp on a tour of inspection.
Yesterday Governor Brumbaugh
reviewed the 112th Infantry Regiment
under command of Colonel Riekards,
and saw for the first time a full war
strength regiment of Pennsylvania
companies. The Governor and hisstaff were entertained at dinner last
evening by commanding officers of
the camp at a local hotel. The partv
left early this morning for CampGordon, Atlanta, where 8,000 selective
service men from Pennsylvania arein camp, and will go from there toPort Oglethoroe, where thev willvisit
Pentisylvanians in the Officers Re-
C'anip there.

The so-called "full-crew repealer"
passed by the legislature last winter
provided that before any railroadshould reduce the crew of any train,
approval of the Utility Commission-
ers must be obtained. The Central
Kailroad was one of the first to try
to take advantage of the statute, and
at the hearings, which consumed

! many days, withdrew from its pe-
! tition that portion pertaining to pas-
I senger trains and certain freight
trains. leaving only "through
freights." "fast freights," and "drag
freights'' involved in the proceedings.

Decision I'nr Reaching
Although 26 trains were specifical-

ly mentioned in the petition, affect-
ing the same number of trainmen's
positions, the result of the decision
is expected to be far-reaching and
to have a bearing on applications of
other railroads pending before thecommissioners, as well as futurecases.

The question to be determined in
the proceedings was whether afreight train crew of less than six-men would afford safe, adequate and -proper service for the protection ofthe public and the einploves of the
carrier. The issue hinged on thesixth, or "full-crew man." The train-men contended he was needed, be.cause at present, the trains are long-er and the tonnage heavier than prior

Need Many Cars to
Move Big Potato Crop

Washington, ID'. C., Nov. 9.
Fairfax Harrison, chairman of the
Railroads' War Board, authorizes the
following:

The railroads are now moving what
promises to be the biggest potato
crop In the history of the country.

This crop, which it Is estimated
will total approximately 45.1 billion
bushels, or half again as much as last
year, has been on the way since the
middle of September. The movement
of it will continue until about April
1, next year.

Reports received by the Commis-
sion on Car Service indicate that even
with intensive loading, more than
750,000 cars will be needed to handle
the potato crop.

Alaska Railroad Is
Nearing Completion

Seattle, Nov. 10. Before the end
of next season the first regular train
sfi vlce over the coast end of the
Alaska government railway will be
established, according to a statement
yesterday by William C. Edes. chair-
man of the Alaska Railroad Commis-
sion. who is here.

Mr. Edes said that because of un->
settled war conditions it was impos-
sible to set a date for the completion
of the government railroad from
Seward to Fairbanks, but that the
work was considerably more than
half finished.

The Alaska railroad is to be 508
miles in length, and 245 inlles already
have been completed and preliminary
woi*k done over many miles more.
