ALL NEWS OF THE RAILROADS
NEW SCHEDULE

OUT TOMORROW
RAILROAD COMPANIES HAVE

JURISDICTION OVER BRIDGE;
STATE OFFICIALS CLAIM

Three New Trains Shown by
Unofficial Reports; Express

From St. Louis to Boston

After receiving word from officials ]
of the Cumberland Valley Railroad
Company some time ago to the effect I
that that company had nothing to
do with changes at the Cumberland
Valley Railroad bridge at Lemoyne,
members of the investigating com-
mittee from the West Shore Fire-
men's Union to-day received a let-
ter from the State Highway Depart-
ment statin# that this structure is
maintained Jointly by the Northern
Cen tnri Railway, the Cumberland
Valley and the Valley Railways Com-
pany.

A report of the results of the in-
vestigation will be brought before
the union at its next meeting, and
what further action will be taken
will be at that time.

The gist of' the letter sent to the
acting president. Thomas B. Ken-
ney, was as follows:

"The whole West Shore Is
keenly interested in the talk-
ed-of new bridge over the Cum-
berland Valley tracks at Le-
moyne. Almost every day I am
asked whether or not the com-
pany has any plans for the im-
provement, and so I am pass-
ing the question along to,you."

Kennedy's Reply .

A reply to this letter from Thomas
B. Kennedy includes the following
information:

"This company does not have
any plans for any changes in the
Rossmoyne street bridge at Le-
moyne.

"The bridge in question is a
link in State Highway Route No.
2 50, and I presume that If the
authorities desire any changes in
this - bridge they will so ar-
range." 1

Union's Letter to State
The letter sent to J. Denny O'Nell,

State Highway Commissioner, by the
committee from the West Shore Fire-
men's Union, is as follows:

"Some time ago a commit-
tee of the West Shore Firemen's
Union and representatives of the
borough of Lemoyne called at
your department and presented
to Mr. Uhler facts showing the
bad condition of the bridge over
the Cumberland Valley Railroad
at Lemoyne on the state high-
way from Harrisburg to York,
through Lemoyne and New
Cumberland.
"This committee complained,
among other things, of the grade
of the approach from the north:

601, now leaving at 7.55 a. m. for
Altoona, Pittsburgh and the west will
leave at 8 a. m. Train No. 41 leav-
ing Harrisburg at 8.05 a. m. week-
days and 8.35 a. m. Sundays, will run '.
every day, leaving at 8.05 a. m. I

Train No. 61 and leaving Harris- [
burg for the west at 6.21, will bei
known as 103 and will leave at 6.25..
The only stops will be at Marysville, I
Duncannon and Newport. Train No.
669 leaving at 7.30 for the west will
make all stops as at present. Mif-
flin train. No. 6293 now leaving Har-
risburg at 12.30 a. m. will leave at

Pennsylvania's "fertile acres" in-
creased approximately one per cent
a year in the last seven years accord-
ing; to a statement issued today by
the State Department of Agricul-
ture comparing reports on farm
acreage with the results of the cen-
sus taken in 1909. The increase in
acreage devoted to the live principal
grain crops in 3 917 over mo* Is
322,526, but the increase for the sev-
en main crops, which include pota-
toes and hay in addition to grain,

over 1909 is 517.110. There has

been an Increase in acreage devotedj
to the five cereals over 1916.

Th statement says in part:
"The increased acreage during the

year has been marked in wheat, oats,
corn and buckwheat, while there is
a slight decrease in the rye acreage
as compared with a year ago. The

increase in the live cereal crops is
209,159 acres over 1916 while there
has been a corresponding decrease

in pasture land of but 63,781 acres.
It would be the natural result for
the farmers to have turned their
fields that were used for pasture into
grain growing crops, but the acreage
figures show that many new acres
have been developed and" that in
many sections lields that were for-
merly covered with tree stumps and
underbrush have been cleared and
are now doing their share of bring-

ing a greater agriculture to Pennsyl-

vania.
"In 1916 there were 1,341,994

acres devoted to wheat growing
while this year the statistics of the
Pennsylvania Department of Agricul-

ture show that the crop was harves-

ted from 1,382,106 acres or an in-
crease of 40,112 acres. Jn 1909 there
were 1,225,558 acres growing wheat
showing the increase in 1917 to be
156,548 acres.

"The corn acreage this year was
1,600,586 acres compared with 1,-
4 91,921 acres last year, an Increase
of 108,665 acres. In 1909 there were
1,380,671 acres growing corn, show-
ing an increased acreage at the pres-

ent time of 219,915 acres. The oats
acreage for 1917 was 1,077,861 com-
pared with 1,050,941 last year, a gain
of 28,920 acres. In 1909 there were
1,144,248 acres devoted to oats and

this year shows a decrease of 66,387
acres, l.st year there were 277,144
acresMn buckwheat, but this year the
acreage is 114,142 or an increase of
36,998 acres or almost 14 per cent.
In 1909 there were 292,728 acres in
buckwheat. Pennsylvania leads the
[country as a buckwheat producing
state.

Kye Is the only cereal crop that

shows a decrease In acreage this year
over last year as well as over 1909.
There seems to be a general yearly
decline in the acreage of rye, al-
though there are many sections of
the state where it can be profitably
grown. This year the acreage was
263,596 as compared with 267,132
last year, a loss of 3,536 acres. In
1909 the acreage was 272,560.

"The acreage from which hay was

harvested showed a decrease over
last year, but by referring to the
1909 figures more evidence is
brought to light of the Increasing

number of fertile acres which are
being used on Pennsylvania farms.
In 1909 there were 3,088,105 acres
devoted to hay crops while thi year
there were 8, 130,568 acres, This is
an increase of 148,483 acres,
year hay was harvested from R. 800,-
349 acres, showing the decline this
year, owing to the increase in other
crops but 63,781 acres."

"Two days after we called at
your department a child was run
down by a heavy truck on the
bridge and killed. Since that
time a number of veificles have
collided with the rail which is
erected almost in the middle of
a part of the approach.

"In answer to a letter direct-
ed to the president of the Cum-
berland Valley Railway his as-
sistant has stated that this
bridge is under the control of
the State Highway Department,
and that his company has noth-
ing to do with it.

"Competent engineers have
stated that the grade of the
north approach can be improved
at small expense. . Under any
circumstances the passageway
for pedestrians should be pro-
tected from automobile traffic."

sent on November 6 was received on
Tuesday. It follows:

"Concerning your letter of
November C, with reference to
responsibility for condition of

? bridge over the Cumberland
Valley Railroad at Lemoyne,

Pa., on State Highway Route No.
250, addressed to the State High-
way Commissioner, would advise
that I am directed to say that
this department has made a
thorough investigation into the
responsibility for this structure
and linds that the same is main-
tained jointly by the Northern
Central Railway Company, the
Cumberland Valley Railway
Company a.nd the Harrisburg
and Mechanicsburg Electric
Railway Company. Under the
circumstances, this department
has no jurisdiction in the prym-
ises."
This letter was received from

George H. Biles, Second Deputy State
Highway Commissioner.

Bridge Built in 1870
According to an inscription on the

bridge the structure crossing the
tracks was built by the Keystone
Bridge Company, of Pittsburgh, in
1870. According to older residents
of the community itwas placed here
more thp.n twenty years ago. The en-
trances on either side are similar to
scaffolding, the roadnu' oeing held
up by timbers, it is claimed.
