During the week he has
been giving expositions in the after-
roons on the practical theme of the
‘Christian in Everyday Life,”” and in
the evenings lecturing on ‘“‘Prophecy,
ne Wwar and the Second Counung ol

“This war,” he said, “is not the|
battle of Armageddon mentioned in
the Bible, as many people supposc,
because it is not in the right loc
tion, it has not the right objective,
and it does not represent the right
aslignment of the nations.” It was
n explaining the last statement that
he made the remark quoted above.
‘ihe nations which will be the ag-|
gressor In the battle of Armagedaova
are those of the old Roman empire, |
which acording to the Bible, as Dr.
Gray interprets it, are to be feder-

ated again under a single head, or
leader, called the Anti-Christ, “The
Roman empire,” he said, xtended

from the Kuphrates on the east to
ne DBriush  isles on the west, but
did not include Russia or Germany,
except that narrow strip of Ger-
many west of the Rhine. Neither
did it include the whole of Austria-
