Flexner Finds 7Drug to
Replace German “606”

Announcement is made of the dis-
covery, by Dr. Simon I'lexner, of the
Rockefeller Institute, New York, of
a new cure for a malignant blood
The discovery is regardad
by scientists as a triumph over Ger-
man chemists, who had previously

given the world *“606,” or salvarsan, |,

the discovery of the late Dr. Erlich.
The new drug is known as “A-189"
and resulted from collaborative ex-
periments at the Rockefeller Insti-
tute dating from the beginning of
the world war. It means the med-
jecal independence of America from
Yermany. Up to the time .of Dr.
Erlich’s discovery of 606" the blood

disease had been classified by the
medical world as incurable. “A-
189" is said to be much less danger-

ous in use than salvarsan and to be
far more effective. It is cheaply pro-
duced, whereas the price' of salvar-
san has made it almost prohibitive.
