John Lawrence Butler, aged 71
years, one of the best-known men

of the state, long connected with the

Department of Labor arul Industry

as statistician, died at his home, 25

South Pitt street, Carlisle. Friday.

February 8, at midnight, after an

illness of several months.

He is survived by .lis wife, one

sister. Miss Lucy Butler, of Bos-
ton, and three daughters, Mrs. Fan-

nie Butler Rogers, of Laramie, Wy-
oming; Mrs. Gertrude Butler Smith,
of Boston, and Mrs. ZitlSie Butler
Snyder, of Chicago, 111., and nine
grandchildren.

Funeral services will "o.i held Tics-
day morning at 9 o'clock from St.
Patrick's Catholic Church. Carlisle,

with the Rev. Father Welch (ffi-
ciating. Burial will be mad; In the
family plot in the churchyard ad-
joining.

Born in Cambridge, Mass.. Janu-
ary, 1847, of pure Irish parentage,

John L. Butler was brought up in
an atmosphere of hooks, folk lore
and patriotism. A great student rnd
entertaining companion. Sir. Butler
nttracted to himself many of the
brWliant minds of the country and
among his intimate friends and cor-
respondents was Henry George, the
great single-taxer, with \vho-n Mr.
Butler spoke on the same platform
during his mayoralty campaign in
New York City. A lover and ex-
pert critic of Shakespeare, with a
fine dramatic ability of his own, Mr.
Butler often gave readings from
the works of the "Bard of Avon" to

the delight of his audien;;s. lie had
a fine literary style, expressing Vim-
self always with great felicity, and
as at: orator was seldom equaled.

Coming to the oil regions of Penn-
sylvania as a young man, Mr But-
ler studied law in Warren county,
after the oil fever was over, and was
later admitted to the bar and to
practice in the Supremo Court at
Pittsburgh. He practicol in New
Cattle, Youngstown, Ohio, and Bos-
tcn, Mass.

In the Civil War
Fired with love of country, at the

age of 1G John Butler passed com-
petitive examinations for the Signal

Corps service in the Regular Army
and served under Admiral Farragat,
of the Mississippi and Gulf service,
and General Canby, of tile land
forces of the Southwest. was

mustered out after the close of the

service and on ? his discharge papers
was written: "A good soldier, loy-
al and faithful," of which he was
prouder than of any honor coming
to him later in life. He was a n.em-

ber of Post 58, G. A. R.. while re-
siding in this city, and .".fter re-
moving to Carlisle Joined the Cap-
tain Caldwell Post, of that place.
Following in Ms father's footsteps.
h; eldest son. John Butler, Jr., a
Centra! High School studenc. < nlist-

ra in the Spanish-American v'ar and
was tie first Harrisburg boy to 'ose

his life in that campaign. Mr. But-
ler and Miss Josephine Swisher
were married in 1871 in Oh'o and

after a residence in Boston came to
Har-'sburg in the 'Bos. lie was on

tho editorial staff of the Star and
thrt Patriot during the Meyers le-

sime and afterward became statis-
tician, under Captain Toha O. D-j-

--laney. of the State Factory Inspec-
tion Department. He was transfer-
red to the Department of and
Industry with Major John Price
Jackson, where he remained as a
valued employe to the time of his
death.

DUMMYCONCERN
GOT HOG ISLAND

SHIP CONTRACT
Senate Learns Company in
Charge Was Organized After

Acceptance of the Bid

Washington, Feb. 9.?Revelations
poured forth in volume at yesterday's
session of the Senate Commerce
Committee, investigating the Hog Is-
land shipyard and shipbuilding con-
tract, Involving more than $200,000,-
000, let by the Emergency Fleet Cor-
poration to the American Interna-
tional Corporation.

The witness oefore the committee
was Commander Paul E. Reed, U. S.
N., assigned by the Emergency Fleet
Corporation to supervise for the Gov-
ernment the operations ot the con-
tiacting organization at Hog Island.

Some of the facts developed by the
committee in the examination of
Commander Reed are:

The contract was not let to the
American International Shipbuilding
Corporation at all, but to the Amer-
ican International Corporation. De-
spite this fact, it is the American
International Shipbuilding Corpora-
tion executives who are directing
tiie work. The latter corporation
was not in existence at the time the
contract was signed by the officers
of the American International in
September, but was organized sub-
sequently for the specific purpose of
assuming the job. A "dummy'V com-
pany," it was, according to thf com-
ment of Senator Nelson, of Minne-
sota.

KutlmateN Not Quextloned
The estimates as to the cost of the

vast operations at Hog Island were
made entirely by officers of the
American International. They were
not checked over by officeVs of the
Emergency Fleet Corporation. The
contractor was permitted to draw his
own specifications and say what the
Job would cost, and his word was
taken by the Government represent-
atives. So incredible did this ad-
mission by Commander Reed seem
that Senator Johnson repeated and
repeated his questions in order to as-
certain if a mistake had not been
made, but Commander Reed held fast
to his assertion. \

None of tlie fifty shipways con-
tracted to be built at Hog Island is
completed and the cost is piling up

every day, so that the estimated cost
of $21,000,000 will run to nearly $50,-
000.000, it was indicated. Only five
ways are near ready for the con-
struction of ships. Twelve ways
have not yet been siarted and the
remainder are in vanous stages of
completion. Eighteen are to be
abandoned.

"I Count on You" Is
Wilson's Word to Farmers;
Knows They Will Do Part
\u25a0Washington, Feb. 9. Delegates

to the Federal Board of Farm Organi-
zations in session here, called on
President Wilson yesterday and urged
that he appoint a commission of nine
from their number to serve as an in-
termediary between the Government
and the farmers in solving agricul-
tural labor and other problems.

The President said that while he
could not answer such an important
memorial offhand, itwould receive his
most careful consideration.

The delegation presented a memo-
rial making various suggestions con-
cerning the handling of farm prob-
lems and the exemption of farm labor
from military service. The President
replied:

"I cannon, of course, offhand, answer
so important a memorial as this, and
I need not tell you that it will re-
ceive my most careful, respectful at-

[ tention. Many of the questions that
are raised here have been matters of

I Rada, according to semiofficial ad-
vices from Berlin. This peace, im-

I portant or otherwise as events may
! show, is the first to be signed by any
of the belligerents.

How far the Teutons' plan may
prove successful seems to depend
upon the measure of control the
Rada has over the territory of the so-
called Ukrainian republic, which em-
braces rich grain-growing lands.
Such control is hotly disputed by the
Bolsheviki, who recently disowned
the Rada's delegates as Bourgeois
when they were found treating se-
cretly with the central powers, and
named delegates of their own.

The Germans and Austrlans, how-
ever, continued to treat with the
Rada's representatives.

Both Bolsheviki and Rada have
been claiming military successes
against each other In the Ukraine.
Apparently the Germans feel none
too sure that the Rada will triumph
unassisted, however, as the sugges-
tion has recently come from German
sources that the Rumanians would
do well to join forces with the
Ukrainians against the Bolsheviki.,
Rumania, it was pointed out, could
obtain compensation for the loss of
Dobrudja to the Bulgarians by tak-
ing over Bessarablan territory from
the Russians.
Although the early advices regard-

ing the signing of the agreement said
nothing about the terms, it had been
previously reported that the Ukrain-
ians were, offered a section of Rus-
sian Poland as an Inducement for
them to make peace.
