One of the most striking guar-
antees of success for the recon-
structed Class AA circuit was the se-
lection for president of John H. Far-
rell, secretary of the National Asso-
ciation of Professional Minor League
Baseball Clubs and former presi-
dent of the suspended New York
State League.

Mr. Farrell is one of the best
known men in organized baseball.
Also he is one of the stoutest cham-
pions of the national sport. lie
enjoys the confidence not only of all
the minor league magnates, but of
the major operators as well, and
is close as a twin brother to the Na-
tional Commission, the supreme
court of organized baseball.

Down to Baseball
Mr. Farrell wns not long in peel-

ing off his coat ai)d getting to work.
Once he accepted the presidency he
assured the reconstructed circuit a
chance for a long life and a merry
one. As secretary of the NationalAssociation he granted territorial
rights to no less than four of the
important cities that have posted
guarantees to take the field in the
eight-club circuit. These cities are
Baltimore, Toronto, Rochester and
Jersey City.

Applications for membership from
representatives of seven more cities
have already been received. Those
wishing admittance are Newark,
Buffalo, Syracuse, Bingham, Elmlra,
Scranton and Wilkes-Barre. From
