While the canning season has not
vet started, the ruling will permit
householders to secure adequate
supplies of sugar when the canning
season begins in earnest. A number
of grocers reported applications
made for twenty-five-pound lots of
sugar yesterday.

It was pointed out that the ruling
allowing twenty-five-pound pur-
chases for canning purposes does not

nullify the ruling limiting the pur-
che of sugar for ordinary purs-

poses to five pounds in the city and
ten pounds in rural districts., This
ruling remains in effect.
