U.S. SOLDIERS
INITALY SOON,
SAYS BAKER

His Statement Cheered at the
Italy-America Celebra-
tion in New York

New York, May 25.—American sol-
diers, soon will be fighting on the
Italian battlefront.

Secretary of War Newton D. Baker
so predicted before 6,000 persons at
a celebration in the Metropolitan
Opera House of the third anniver-
sary of Italy's entrance into the war.
Mr. Baker said the American Army
already has in Ttaly “a large and
important staff of experts, who are
studying Italian methods of war-
fare” and “a substantial number of
our Army's sanitary corps.”

“But,”” declared Mr. Baker, “I see,
and in the no distant future, Amer-
ican infantry, American machine gun
units and American artillery shoulder
to shoulder with the Italians on their
front line.”

Flag to Be Sent to Italy

Another intimation of the early
presence of American troops in Italy
came when, after the conclusion of
his speech, Mr. Baker in accepting
an American flag presented to him
by an Italian organization, said:

“It will give me pleasure personal-
ly to place it (the flag) in the hands
of the flagbearer of the first military
contingent of the United States which
leaves to join the 1ltalian army on
the Italian front. I shall regret
when this flag leaves me that I am
not to be privileged tc see it break
to the breezes on the Alpine fron-
tier.” M

Mr. Baker had prepared his speccn
Ih(‘fm'v leaving Washington, but on
learning, after his arrival in New
York, of the sinking of the trans-|
| port Moldavia he referred to the dif-|
| ficulty which beset the sending o |
| American troops to REurope. {

“The American Army must U'm'(-lr
| 3,000 miles across the sea,” he said.|
“It has to court dangers which arel
ipex'ullar to this war., Even to-night|
!'T learn that a transport carrying
| soldiers has -been lost, but, I am
happy to tell you, with but slight
loss of life. As yet, I don't know
how great, but it is said to be slight.
And that message called very vividly
to my mind the picture of that sub-
marine-infested sea as the American|
sailor and the American soldier musl;
face it.” |

But, Mr., Baker declared, the sub-
marine is becoming less a menace.
“It fills me with happiness,” he said,
“to be able to say with confidence
and assurance that the submarine is
growing less and less a peril of the|
deep; that we are mastering thmf
viper by the ingenuity of our|
sailors.”

TROOPSHIP SUNK;
56 MEN 60 DOWN
WITH MOLDAVIA

MostSoldiersin Hammocks on
Merchantman When Tor-
pedo Blasts Vessel

London, May 25, — The British
armed merchant troopship Moldavia,
carrying American troops, has been
torpedoed and sunk, Fifty-six Amer-
ican soldiers are unaccounted for.

The “Admiralty last night issued
the following statement.

““The armed merchant cruiser Mol-
davia was torpedoed and sunk yes-
terday morning,

“There were no casualties among
the crew, but of the American troops
on board fifty-six up to the present
have not been dccounted for. It is
feared they were killed in one com-
partment by the explosion.”

The Moldavia was torpedoed with-
out warning. It was a moonlight
night and although a good lookout
was kept the attacking submarine
was not sighted before the torpedo
struck.

Most of the men aboard were in
their hammocks when the explosion
occurred amidships. The sailors and
soldiers alike shcwed no panic.

[The Moldavia is of 9,500 tons
gross and owned by the Peninsular
Oriental Navigation Company. She
wag built at Greenock in 1903 and is
520 feet long.]
