WESTERN MAN
OFFENDED BY

BRITISH FLAG
Too Prominently Displayed

For Him, So He Pulled
It Down

Washington.?Because a British
flag was making more of a display
than the American flag was the rea-
son given by a man who said he is
Alfred Pearson, of Seattle, Wash.,
for tearing down the former flag in
the Shoreham Hotel. He gave this
reason to Judge Mullowny In police
court when charged with being dis-
orderly. He was fined $25, which he
paid.

The Westerner, who Is about seven
feet in height, towered over Assist-
ant Corporation Counsel Hart as he
stood at attention while the clerk
read the charge that he had been
disorderly in the Shoreham Hotel, in
that he had torn from a circle of
flags of the allied nations the flag of
the British nation.

The only witness for the govern-
ment was Lieutenant George R. El-
der, United States Reserves. Lieu-

tenant Elder told Judge Mullowny
he was in the large living room of
the hotel and saw Pearson enter.
"He walked over to a circle of Allied
flags which was in the center of the
room." the witness testified, "and
tore down the British flag."

The witness said the defendant
had made no remark, but dropped
the flag upon the -floor and walked
out.

Judge Mullowny questioned Pear-
son. When the defendant said he
tore the flag down because it was
making more of a display than the
American flag. Judge Mullowny
asked him what right he had to do
so. 'Just as much as anyone else,"
was the reply.

"Twenty-five dollars'" said the
court.

Pearson had more than S4OO with
him when arrested at the hotel, but
refused to give collateral, and there-
fore spent the night in the police
station.

Founder of Russian
Woman's ''Battalion of

Death" Pleads For Country
Washington. Voicing a piteous

appeal for military and economic aid
for Russia, Mme. Maria Botch-
karova, founder and commander of
the Russian woman's "Battalion of
Death," pleaded with Secretary of
State Lansing and Secretary of War
Baker for assistance for her war-
torn country from the plenteous re-
sources of America and her allies.

She pointed out that there is still
a strong pro-ally sentiment in Rus-
sia. which, if unified and consoli-
dated by the joint efforts of America
and the allies, could be utilized with
great effect against the German
hordes now pverrunning the country.

The voice of this brave woman
warrior, who has risked her life In
the trenches, who has been four
times wounded, and who barely es-
caped fron Russia with her life, is
like a cry from the great heart of
the Russian people. She comes, not
as the official envoy of any military
or political clique, but as a direct,
self-constituted representative of the
masses of Russia-

While it was pointed out that no
assistance of either a military or
economic character could be given at
present, Mme. Botchkarova was ac-
corded a hearty welcome when she
appeared at the State, War and Navy
Building. The conference with Sec-
retaries Lansing and Baker was at-
tended by Boris BakhmetlefT, Rus-
sian ambassador. Mme. Botchka-
rova. upon the conclusion of the con-
ference. thanked the secretaries for
their courtesy.

Though no action will be taken at
present to follow the suggestions of
Mme. Botchkarova as to the render-
ing of military aid to Russia, it is
well known In official circles that
planS for economic relief of that na-
tion are being considered by both
the United States and the allies.

NURSING AS A
CAREER FOR WOMEN

THE I'XCROWXED PROFESSION

By Jane A. Delano
Director of the Department of

Nursing of the American
Cross

The young woman who chooses
nursing as a profession has a life of
unlimited opportunities opening be-
fore her. For nursing, highly de-
veloped as it has become, is just at
its dawning.

Now. while all the world is calling
for more trained nurses to help in
this war, it is the profession of su-
preme privilege for women, and aft-
er the war it will be no loss a pa-
triotic service. Then. Indeed, nursing
will have a new place in the world.

Nursing is no longer the care of
the sick and wounded alone. It is
the care of babies and the pre-natal
Instruction of mothers, supervision of
the health of schoolchildren, wel-
fare work in industrial plants, pre-
ventive work against tuberculosis,
mental hygiene work, hospital social
service. It Includes administering
hospitals and training schools for
nurses, instruction of student nurses
and assisting in all the various
branches of community health work.

After the war will come the giant
tasks of reconstruction?both of men
and of countries. Europe, as well as
the United States, will need capable,
highly-trained women to help with
these tasks. They will need train-
ing schools fpr nurses and thorough-
ly-trained women to administer
them.

American Red Cross nurses are
conducting a teaching center at
Milan, in Italy, to-day. Before our
entrance Into the war, Miss Helen
Scott Hay and her assistants were
administering a school for nurses In
Bulgaria at request of that gov-
ernment.

America Settles Down
For Long, Hard War; ?

Army to Be Biggest
Washington, June 12.?America

has settled down for a long war. in

which unlimited millions of United
States soldiers will prove the decid-
ing: factor. This fact is made clear
in the public statements made by
government officials this week, and
by the announcement by the War
Department that civilians would be
admitted to the training camps for
officers.

The government announced last
summer that officers for the Amer-
ican army would, after the begin-
ning of 1918, be selected only from
the ranks of men actually in the
service. It was explained thatenough good leadership material for
the War Department's purposes
could be found in the army itself,
and that no further opportunities
would be held out to civilians who
desired commissions.

While the expectations of the WarDepartment have been justified and
a great many officers are now being
developed every month from the
ranks, the process is not sufficiently
rapid, and the available material is
not entirely ample to meet the new
plans. It was confidently believed
a year ago that an American army
of 3,000,000 men would be a suf-
ficient United States quota in the al-
lied army. It has now become ob-
vious that an American army of
3,000,000 men will prove merely a
beginning of this country's military
efforts.

The only limitation on applications
is that no men of draft age will be
considered. Candidates for lieute-nants should be between 32 and 36,
and those trying for captaincies
should be between 36 to 42 years
old.

Steel Plant Seized;
Ten Germans in Jail

Pittsburgh, June 12. Deputy
United States marshals and agents
of the Department of Justice seized
the Orenstein-Arthur-Koppel Com-
pany's plant at Koppel, Beaver coun-
ty. the largest German-owned con-
cern in Western Pennsylvania,'last
evening and arrested ten officials of
the company. They are charged with
being German alien enemies. The
concern has a branch office in
Philadelphia. It is believed here
that the plant will in the future be
operated by the government.

The officials are R. W. Bursain,
Fred Doeter, E. Bergner, W. W.
Steinthal, Herman Koch, A. A.
Grunitz, K. Hansen. O. G. Philip,
A. C. Schmol and B. H. Beherns.
They were placed in jail and refused
to talk. Federal agents were unable
to find any trace of M. Ritter, an-
other company official.

The seizure of the plant and the
warrants for the arrests were order-
ed by Attorney General Gregory and
Alien Enemy Property Custodian A.
Mitchell Palmer.
