SMALLAMERICAN
SHIP SUB VICTIM
NEAR HATTERAS

Merak Sunk by and 18
Members of Crew Are Miss-

ing, Navy Dept. Hears

New York, Aug. B.?lnformation
that the American steamship Merak,

3.224 tons gross, was sunk by a Ger-

man submarine off Cape Hatteras, on

Tuesday night, was received to-day

in marine Insurance circles here. One
small boat containing eighteen mem-

bers of the crew still is unaccount-

ed for.

Washington, Aug. B.?Sinking ol
the small unarmed American steam-
er Merak by a German submarine
off the coast of North Carolina was
reported to-day to the Navy Depart-
ment. No details were given.

The Navy's report said:
"The American steamship Merak

was shelled, torpedoed and sunk by
an enemy submarine at 1.50 p. m.
on Tuesday, fifteen miles northeast
of the Diamond Shoal lightship off
Cape Hatteras, N. C. The Merak was
of 3.023 gross tons." ?

This was near the time the Dia-
mond Shcal lightship itself was sent
down by the enemy raider.

The captain and twenty-three
members of the crew have been land-
ed at Norfolk.

The Merak. one of the former
Dutch cargo vessels which were
taken over a few months ago by the
United States Shipping Board, was
on her way from an American port
for Chile carrying coal.
