
GREAT LOSSES
IN WAR AMAZE

ARMYLEADERS
Figures Cabled by Pershing

Prove Shock to the:

Department

Washington, D. C., Nov. 25. ?War
Department officials frankly ad-
mitted lust night they were shocked
at the final casualty figures cabled
by General rershlng. Thoy were

more cspectaly disturbed over the
fact that so many deaths remain to

bo officially reported and published

Some army officers of high rank
had hoped that additional reports

of men killed in. action or died of

wounds would not exceed 4 000,
while the number in excess of those
published this morning actually is
13,556.

Tho number of men who died of

disease is stated by General Per-
shing in his final figures as aggre-
gating 2204. It is assumed that
these ordinarily are carried in the
official lists as deaths from acci-
dents and other cause, of which
1533 already have been published,
leaving 671 yet to he listed.

If the figures cabled by General
Torshing include casualties among
the marines, which officials assume
to bo the case, the total number of
deaths yet to be listed is reduced

Ex-Crown Prince Greeted
by Howls of Execration

in Dutch Eishing Town
Amsterdam. Nov. 25.?When the

' former German Crown Prince arrived

i at the Zuyder Zee, fishing town of

1 Knkhuysen, he received a different

welcome than he encountefed else-
where in Holland.

As he descended from the railway
car with a swaggering gait and
wearing a fur coat, howls of execra-
tion arose from the crowd assembled
outside the station gates. The out-
burst of hostility seemed to disturb
him somewhat.

The government yacht which was

to have taken the former Crown
Prince to the Island of Wieringen,
which will be his future übode in
Holland, grounded in the fog. A little
tugboat was substituted. Affecting
'indifference, the Ex-Prince stepped
on the gangway and lighted a clg-
aret. The tug cast loose immediately
and disappeared in the fog, followed
by angry shouts of the populace.

All Radio Plants May
Be Taken Over by Nation

Washington, Nov. 25. Perma-
nent government control of all radio
communication through the acqui-

sition and operation by the Navy De-
partment of all shore wireless sta-
tions in the United States used for

commercial purposes is planned by

tho administration under/a bill now
before Congress.

Representative Alexander, .chair-
man of the House merchant marine
comittee, who introduced the meas-
ure in the House, announced yes-
terday that hearings on the bill will
begin before his committee Decem-
ber'l2 and continue until all inter-
ests have bjgen given an opportunity
to be heard.

"People Rule Now," Hun
Council Tells Troops

Berlin. Nov. 25.?The council of
the people's ccffnmissioners welcomes
the returning troops with a procla-
mation, saying among other things:

"You marched into the field for
the fatherland when you had noth- |
ing to say and a handful of auto-
crats had the power in their hands
and distributed the booty among
themselves, you had to fight in
silence, while hundreds of thousands
at your side had to die. To-day you
return to your own country, where
in the future only the people them-
selves will have anything to say."

2,500 Station Agents
Obtain Wage Increase

Washington, Nov. 25.?Railroad
station agents have been granted by
Director General McAdoo a general
wage increase of $25 per month
above the rate prevailing last Jan-
uray 1, with a minimum of $95 per
month. Eight hours is to be consider-
ed a day's work, with pro rata pay
for the two hours' overtime and time
and a half for service above ten
hours.

The order affects about/2,500 sta-
tion agents, who are not telegraph-
ers, and who consequently were not
covered by the recent wage Increase
for telegraphers.

Prince Murat Offers
Home to President

Paris, Nov. 25.?Prince and Prin-
cess Joachim Murat, at the request
of the government have placed their
town house at 28 Rue de Monceau
at the disposal of the French au-
thorities to receive President Wilson
during his stay In Paris.

The President will find in the
mansion various souvenirs of Presi-
dent Washington, whose niece mar-
ried Prince Achille Murat.

Princess Murat is now living at
the Chateau de Chainbly, in the de-
partment of the Oise, where ? she
looks after several hundred wound-
ed French soldiers. Prince Murat
re-entered the cavalry at the be-
ginning of the war, despite his age.

Prince Murat is a son of PrinceJoachib, who was born at Borden-
town, N. J., in 1884, and is a descend-
dont of Caroline Bonaparte, sister
of the great Napoleon. Princess Mu-
rat before her marriage was Cecile
Ney, Duchess de Elphingen. Both
Murat and Ney were marshals in
the Napoleonic army.

UNSINKABLE SHIP LAST SUNK
Washington, Nov. 23. ?The steam-

er Lucia, which was equipped with
buoyancy boxes designed to make
her unsinkable, was the last Amer-
ican vessel reported torpedoed by
an enemy submarine. In making
this announcement the Navy De-
partment gave out a report of thesinking by Chief-Boatswain's Mate
William Francis O'Brien, of Lawr-
ence, Mass., who was in charge of
the Lucia's armed guard.
