
FEDERAL TRADE
BOARD CHARGES
MEAT MONOPOLY

Five Packing Companies Al-
leged as Combination

to Halt Trade

Washington, Dec. 3.?The Federa.l
Trade Commission, in a supplemental
report submitted (o Congress yes-
terday charged the five big meat
packing companies of the country

witlt a combination in restraint of
trade and with controlling the sale
of livestock and fresh meats.

Evidence is cited at length to sup-
port the charges. Swift and Com-
pany, Armour and Company, Morris
and Company, Wilson Company, Inc.,

the Cudahy Packing Company,
are named.

"The evidence of the present day

existence of a meat combination
among the five big packers is vol-
uminous and detailed," the report
said. "This evidence is convincing,
consisting as it does largely of docu-
ments written by the packers or
their agents nad including the mem-
oranda made by one of the partici-
pants in the combination of the terms
and conditions agreed upon at var-
ious meetings of the packers."

German Law Professor

A man who, like this
last of the 1 lohenzollerns, represents
five centuries of history, commits by
such conduct a crime against the
dynasty and the people.

"If he thought himself incapable
of retaining his position, the bat-
tlefront offered him an opportunity
of at least making a kingly and dig-
nified exit, casting a fresh luster on
the monarchical idea."

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BAVARIANS HISS
EISNER DURING
TROOP WELCOME

Supporter of Premier Pre-
vented From Making Ad-

dress; Red Flags Go
By Associated Press

I.ondon, Dec. 3.?Kurt Eisner, the

Bavarlun premier, is losing prestige,
according lo Munich advices receiv-
ed here byway of Amsterdam, Co-
penhagen and Berne. A Copenhagen
dispatch says Eisner was hissed by
his own itirtisans at Munich during
a celebration in honor of returning
soldiers. Bator a supporter of Eis-
ner was not allowed to make a
speech and was obliged lo lice from
angry crowds which removed the
red flags along the streets and
stormed ihe ministry of the inter-
ior, shouting; "Down with Eisner."
Guards fired over the heads of the
crowd, which dispersed. .

A Berne dispatch to the Mall says
it is believed Bavaria gradually Is
reaching a conclusion to retain its
unity with the rest of Germany

rather than seeking a separate
peace. This message also reports
evidence of growing hospitality to-
ward Eisner adding that there are
signs in Munich that a crisis is ap-
proaching and that action favoring
some form of monarchy may be
taken within three weeks.

Mayor Calls on City to
Celebrate British Day

Calling upon Harrisburg citizens I
to observe British Day, December 7
and 8, Mayor Keister to-day issued
the following proclamation;

"Whereas, We have celebrated
Bastile Day, in acknowledgement of
our regard for France, it is only fit-
ling and proper that on the seventh
and eighth day of December we
should celebrate Britain Day, to
show our gratitude to the people of
the British commonwealth.

"We, the people of Harrisburg, as
well as the rest of the country can-
not lie unmindful of the fact that
for two years or even more, during
the early stages of the world war,
our foreign trade was safeguarded,'
not by international law, but by the
British fleet. They kept the lanes
of commerce partially free of the
German U-boat pirates,

"We furthermore owe Britain a

considerable debt for the kindly way
in which our wounded and invalided
soldiers, sent to Great Britain for
recovery, are being cared for by the
people of that great country; as
though Americans were not foreign-
ers, but rather as though they were
members of their own families.

"I, therefore, urge every home in
I Harrisburg to fly the British flag

I conspicuously on the two days which
| have been nationally declared for
' the laudation of Britain. 1 further
| urge the ministers of this great city

Ito deliver appropriate sermons on
Sunday.

"Therefore, T, Daniel B. Keister,
Mayor of the City of Harrisburg, do
declare December seventh' and eighth
as days given to the praise of Brit-
ain."

Mail in Air to Drop
to Six Cents an Ounce

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EXPERTS BACK
SHIP BUILDERS

Transportation of Supplies
Makes Possible Quick

Work in Many Ways

Philadelphia, Dec 3. Did you

ever ship anything?
If you have done so, you may

faintly realize that to look after the
shipping of thousands of things
measured by carloads and train-
loads, articles of every description

and every size from a vest pocket
package to solid trains loaded to
capacity with steel, is not a nerve-
resting occupation. Especially wns
this true when the success of one
of our greatest war undertaking*?
the building of ships?depended up-
on their prompt delivery.

The things referred to are ships
supplies.

There are bundled by the Supply
Division of ttie Emergency Fleet
Corporation directly under the su-
pervision of the transportation de-
partment of this division. With the
signing of the armistice the strain
eased off materially, but the neces- j
sity for the prompt delivery of sup-
plies was not lessened. This trans-
portation department, of which F.
O. Joubert is manager, must not
only keep track of all shipments but
must be thoroughly posted as to
every available channel or resource
for shipping.

Its knowledge of the situation
must be more than is implied by the
word comprehensive, for it involves
minute detail. This Includes not only i
full knowledge of all railroads and !
their connections but the number
of cars arriving, departing or await-
ing unloading at each of the 150 or
more shipyards on our two ocean
fronts, the Gulf Coast and the
Great Lakes region. The depart-
ment must be equally well informed
as to the movement of all trains
carrying the things consigned to its
care?when each leaves a station or
siding and when it arrives at desti-
nation. It must keep track of sin-
gle cars and single items carried in
cars.

As to the volume of its business,
the transportation department re-
ceives daily from 300 to 500 shipp-
ing instructions. A single shipp-
ing instruction may cover many
articles or one article, but as a rule
it means several. The list includes
lumber, steel, boilers, engines, tur-
bines, anchors and ship's stores, in a j
word, ship machinery anil equip-
ment of all descriptions and con-
sisting of thousands of items.

Divide Nation Into 15 Zones
To systeu-etize and expediate

shipments the country has been di-
vided into fifteen great districts or
zones designated by letters, some of
them covering four or five stAtes
and each in charge of a member
of tlie lield staff. The heads of the
field organization are stationed in
the large cities constituting the Im-
portant gateways to the fifteen traf-
fic zones. Chicago being {he most
important center.

The heads of the field staff and
their subordinates, the latter num-
bering from six to twenty men to a
district, work in closest co-operation
under the supervision of the home
office in Philadelphia. When demand
for equipment is sufficient urgent to
require expediting, the field repre-
sentative in whose district the ship-
ment originates notifies the repre-
sentative in the adjoining district
that the car or train has passed in-
to his territory, and the latter com-
municates with the men in the next
district, and so on, clear across the
United States. By this means the
location of the cur or train carry-
>rg the equipment can be ascer-
tained by tl.e home office at any
hour.

The transportation dep i.tniont
also maintains a freight checking
organization, which sees to it that

I the carriers do not charge more
i than they are entitled to charge for
I the transportation of material on

j which the United States Shipping
Beard Emergency Fleet Corporation
pays the freight. This has resulted
in a saving to the Emergency Fleet
Corporation of about three thou-
sand dollars per month.

When the importance of a ship-
ment warrants it. the transportation
men accompany it from start to des-
tination. A car of lumber was in
transit from the west coast to
Maine. A sudden need for pattern
lumber occurred and a hurry call
came for the contents of this par-
ticular car. An expeditor found the
car and rode it through to destina-
tion, taking advantage of every op-
portunity to cut ahead of less im-
portant shipments.

The chief retarding factor in the
work of the transportation depart-
ment is the physical condition of the
railrona, which is such that it is
impossible for them to meet all de-
mands as promptly as the trans-
portation department would like to
have them met, but the spirit of
railroad officials and men has been
one of hearty co-operation.

No better evidence of the friend-
ly relations of the transportation

j department and the railroads is re-
quired than to say that the diflfer-

I ences calling for adjustment by the

I Railroad Administration at Wash-
ington have been exceedingly few
and far between.

KAISER'S SAYINGS
AS RUIN DREW NEAR

Boast fulness of Early Days Replaced by a Note of Des-

peration; His "Greif" For France

IN a court of law the internal evi- jdence takes precedence over the j
external. Now, when the Kaiser

is awaiting trial before the world'
court, a short preliminary survey of
his own utterances will give a line
on the character and motives of the
accused. For the present purposes
we need not go beyond August, 1914,
though his previous expressions are,
to say the least, more picturesque.
It was long bsfore the war that .he
said:

"In Germany there is hut one j
madter, and that is I." "Whoever I
opposes my will, him I will break" I
"We liohenzollMns derive our pow-
er by the direct Imposition of divine
authority," and others of the cele-
brated sword-rattling adjurations |
now as obsolete as the crossbow and j
the catapult.

Dust June a Cologne publishing I
house unnounced two fat volumes |
devoted exclusively to his messages j
and Speeches in the previous three j
years and a half. Not all of these are i
known here, but enough has come i
out of Germany to furnish a basis !
for this examination.

In the main, one discovers in j
these utterances two dominant
thoughts: confidence in ultimate
victory under the protection of "our
old God," and grief over the de-
vastation caused by a "ruthless foe."
The llrst was usually accompanied,
as recorded by the correspondent
in 1916, with "a martial gesture
which brought tierce smiles from the
soldiers who heard him." The sec-
ond often had as an accompaniment,
in the words of the Berlin Eokal-
Anzeiger, "tears brimming front his
eloquent eyes." j

Another characteristic is to be
noted in the progress of these ut-
terances. As the years advanced a
gradual lessening of martiaj splen-
dor uppeured in the warlike appeal
which iinully reached a diminuendo.
At the same time "the grief that lies
on my heart" swelled ever up and
up until, in September, 1918, in his
letter to the Mayors of the lthine
cities, lie broke into a veritable
crescendo of crocodile tears as he
lamented, "the despoiling of the fair
fields of France which she has wan-
tonly forced us to visit upon her."

i That picture of France wantonly
j forcing Germany to despoil her is
one of the musterpieces of the col-
lection. It may be seriously doubted
if any French master of the art
Ironic and satiric ?Anatole France
himself?could surpass that.

Two chief characteristics shine
from these utterances ?boastfulness
and sentimentality.

On August 30, 1914, he addressed
the troops in Belgium. "Take Paris
or die" was his ultimatum.

Early in 1915 he addressed his
troops in Lorraine, saying: "We will
be grateful t#God that wc have thus
far the honor of being the instru-
ments in the divine judgment which
has come upon our enemies. Bet the
decision fall as it will. The hewing
will proceed further until our ad-
versaries have had enough."

Eater that same summer he spoke
in Alsace, as reported in the Cologne
Gazette, concluding with "the old
God of Battles directed: We were
his instruments and were proud of
it."

A year later he was even more
boastful. On October 25, 1916, he
said to his soldiers on the Somme:
"The world's history knows no par-
allel to the greatness of your deeds.
For centuries these battle? of the
Homme will stand as a blazing model
for the conquering will of a united
people, in you the German will finds
expression under whatever circum-

stances to prevent the enemy from |
prostrating us to the ground, and to ]
stand firm against French insolence j
and British stubbornness. * * *

Even though it endures long and |
continues hard the Eord of Hosts j
is with you. Those at home have be- I
sought him and he has inspired you |
with strength and courage."

Yet only a week later, on October |
31, he addressed his then Chancel- |
lor, Bethmahn Hollweg, saying: ,
"My dear Bethmann; I have since |
been turning our conversation over
thoroughly in my mind. It is clear
that the peoples in the enemy coun-
tries who are kept in hard endur-
ance of the war by lies and frauds
and deluded by lighting und hatred
possess no men who are able or who j
have the moral courage to speak the .

Bor such a deed it is j
necessary to find a ruler who has ]
the conscience, who feels that he is
responsible to God. who has a heart
for his own people and for those who
are his enemies, who is indifferent
to any possible wilful misinterpreta-
tion of his act, and possesses the

On August 1, 1915, he said in ft:
manifesto from grand headquarters:
"One yenr has elapsed since I was
obliged to call to arms the German
people. An unprecedented time of
bloodshed has befallen Europe and
the world. Before God and history
my conscience is clear. I did not will
the war. * * Full of grutitude we
can say to-day thut God was with
us. The enemy urmies who boasted
that they could enter Berlin within j
a few months are driven far back j
east and west."

It was not long before he resuin- j
ed weeping (publicly) for France.
On October 12, 1915, he said to a

[Socialist member on the Reichstag:
"France has been the greatest dis-
appointment of my life and I am
sincerely sorry for her because she
is destined to ruin. The French
method of warfare is one of a ter-
rifying nature, brutal and inhuman,
the details of which will, only be
known after the war." This deputy
said that the emperor cried when he
declared that Frunce was condemn-
ed to death.

On April 22, 1916, the Kaiser re-
ceived a deputation of Socialists and
assured them that he sympathized
with their aims.

"Germun.v is the leading Socialist
State," he said to them. "France has
had Socialist ministers ho did noth-
ing to advance socialistic legislation
while official Germany ' quietly na-
tionalized the railways, passed all
insurance schemes and factory laws
and Interfered on behalfs of the in-
terests of the working class. It has
now practically nationalized indus-
try. Nothing remains to be settled
between the government and the.
Socialists except the question of the
possession of power, und if the So-
cialists had a majority in the Reich-
stag or could create one with the aid
of other parties nobody could pre-
vent them from getting a measure of
administrative power." There is a
note of prophecy in this utterance
of thirty months ago!

On April 7, 1917, the Kaiser coin-
ed his delectable phrase, "the peo-
ple's kingdom of the Hohenzollerns,"
though he said "a far-ceaching
change of the constitution must be
postponed in the highest interests
of the Fatherland until the time of
the home-coming ofoir armies and
when they themselves are able to
join in the counsel and the voting
on the new ordeV."
