Dining Car Service
Soon on Pre-War Basis

Within a short time there will be
few dining cars serving table d’hote
luncheons or dinners, and the public
will have to go back to the old sys-
tem. On a few of the leading trains
the table d'hote will be retained for
the evening meal, but the price will
be $1.25 instead of $1. During the war
a traveler on a three-day trip on the
same line might find himself daily re-
stricted to two meat dishes, say roast
pork and liver, as the conservation
involved infrequent menu

If he happened to be re-
ligiously or otherwise opposed to
roast pork and at the same time one
of the larger army possesses of mor-
tal antipathy to liver in all its forms,
he was sure to have rather a poor
time of it.

But one feature of the war service,
however, has proved so popular that
it will be retained, It is the “war
portion,” from one-half to two-thirds
the price of the “regular portion,” It
will' now be known as the *“conserva-
tion ‘portion.”

poor quality relayer rails, weighing
less than eighty pounds per yard. All
rails weighing eighty pounds or more
per yvard may be graded as relayer
or good quality siding and yard rails
should be reported to the Regional
Director before being sold. All such
rails should be used on the home line
for repair work as far as practicable.
