The Motor Dealeé' and Serﬁce

The professional automobile thief
makes a business of stealing and
selling cars, but the main source
of trouble from the view point of
the police department is the young
man who runs off with a car in order
to take some friends out for a joy
ride or the chauffeur who takes ad-
vantage of his position and takes
his employer's machine out for a
spin while the boss is out of town
or possibly asleep. The latter con-
dition is less frequently heard of
than the former.

The youths are guilty for the
largest part of the damage done.
They seldom leave the car in the
same condition as when it was
stolen. In many cases wreckless
driving ‘plays a prominent part,
Doors are torn off, fenders are
smashed, tops are broken or pos-
sibly a tire or two has blown out.
He is not only a menace to the
public on the road, caring nothing!
for the property on the highway, but|
he also shows no care for the prop-!
erty he has stolen. And again a!
general practice is to run the car as|
far as it will take them on the|
gasoline that is in the car. At times|
the oil in the crankcase becomes|

The youth generally has some little
money about him or at least some|
can be had among his friends and
they may buy a little oil or gns‘
s the rase may be and manage to|
return in some way if he is lucky
to the city where the car has been
stolen and abandon it in some out
of the way place .

Many times when the motor is
overheated, the life of that motor is
so materially reduced that it is al-
most impossible to put it back in A-1
condition. Excessive heat will not
only melt off bearings, but it will al-
so warp cylinders or cause pistons
to cease to cylinder walls, which
is sometimes called freezing, that is
to say the lubrication between the
piston and cylinder walls has been
burned away and piston sticks. You
can imagine the general condition of
a motor in this shape and the pos-
sibilities of ever returning it to a

piece
inery.

No consideratign of the results that)
may come as the result of detection
and no thought as to the worryment
and anxiety which he caused the|
owner appears in the act the youth;
is committing. The fact that he is
able to take an articie of connlder-l
able value, for it will be noticed that
the cars he picks are the better class
cars and steal it, or appropriate it
for his own use is about the main
factor so far as he is concerned. It
he blows out a tire o1 injures the
car, why should he worry, he does
not anticipate detectioa.

In order to redu«e this type of]
thieving, legislation at present is gh’-l
ing this subject considerable thouxht‘
and it appears that the laws may |
be drastic enough that these youmg,
men will be more considerate of his
neighbor's property and learn to
have a good time with his own
property or his own money.

This type of thieving has grown
in such large proportion as now to
become a menace, and we solicitate
the attention of our mayor and legal
advisers to curb this evil.

Joy riding has another phase
which to-day is rather seldom en-
countered and that is the case of a
private owner becoming intoxicated
while operating his own car. Oc-
casionally we hear of th'» condition,
but it is not overly prominent.
