U.S. TO PROSECUTE
MEN WHO FAILED
TO MAKERETURNS
Revenue Collectors Checking

Receipts Against List to

Ferret Out Slackers

Income tax returns from Harris-
burg and surrounding territory are
now being carefully checked by of-
ficials of the internal revenue de-
partment. preparatory to later pros-

j ecution of the persons who failed to

I tile the necessary returns or who
wilfullymade incorrect returns.

: Returns are still being received
from delinquents of this city in the
internal revenue offices in the post
office building. More than 200 have
been received since the last date for
filing them fixed by law. March 15.
Just what will be the status of such
persons, officials at the local office
are unable to say. Statements as
to the reasons for the delinquency
are being taken by the officials and
are being filed with the returns for
later consideration.

No prosecutions are expected be-
fore May 15, it was said at the of-
fices to-day. Returns will be ac-
cepted until that time, the officials
say, with statements concerning the
faiure to have them filed at the
proper time, but after that date, ab-
solutely no returns or statements
will be accepted.

it i understood that there prob-
ably is a number of persons of this
territory, whose incomes were of
such size in 1918 that they were
subject to the regulation, but who
failed to file returns. The officials
have a fairly accurate list of such
names, but to-day were unable to
make any estimate as to the num-
ber of persons of this city and dis-
trict who ignorantly or wilfully
have thus far evaded the law. Many
persons have sent returns directly
