the air, which play like the touches
of fingers upon our bodies? These
changes are sometimes concerned in
the torments of neualgic pains, al-
though the sufferers may never ima-
gine where the enemy is concealed.

We weighed by a mass of air
many miles in height, gradually thin-
ning above and becoming denser be-
low, and the total average pressure
of the air at the bottom, i, e, at
the earth’'s surface, is sufficient to
push a column of mercury to a height
of about thirty inches in a vertical
tube from which the air has been
exhausted. Such a tube constitutes
a mercurical barometer.

The average air pressure, which
keeps the mercury at a height of
thirty inches, amounts to about
fifteen pounds per square inch on
all surfaces exposed to it. But
even at sea-level, the pressure of
the air, owing to alterations of

temperature, moisture, «te., may be-
immu so diminished that the mercury
i\\'nll rise only 27 or 28 inches, and
llhvn the force of compression on
our bodies falls to 14 or 13% pounds
‘pur square inch, and the nerves may
become aware of it, just as they
may when the pressure rises so that
the mercury goes up to 32 or 33
inches, increasing the compression
per square inch to 14% or 16 pounds.
In a general way low atmospheric
pressure acvnmpunies stormy weath-
er, and high pressure fair weather.
