WAR ON SPIES IN
NORTH RUSSIA

Nearly All Trouble in Arch-
angel Traced to These

Agents

Archangel, April 16. While
American and other allied troops are
waging war against the Bolsheviki
on the Northern Front, another war
is continually going on in Archangel
?the war against Bolshevik spies
and agents.

Nearly all the trouble that has
occurred in Archangel, in the way of
strikes and hesitating morals on the
part of some of the new Russian
conscript troops, can be traced to
these agents. In the first place
when the Allies occupied Archangel,
it was absolutely impracticable to
search out, among the civilian popu-
lation, all the Bolsheviki who re-
mained behind.

Many of the Bolshevik soldiers
whom our forces captured at the
front. Including many who said they
were forced to serve with the Bol-
sheviki despite their objections, vol-
unteered, and were accepted, in
Archangel, Into the new JRussian
battalions formed here to fight with
the Allies. Some of these men were
sincere volunteers and are doing
splendid work at the front. A few
others, however, became ringleaders
of Bolsheviki propaganda plots aim-
ed to destroy the fighting morale of
their comrades.

Also, in the territory near the
front, which consist for the most
part of forests, Bolsheviki have been
able to come through lines dis-
guised as peasants.

It is a tributd to the Allied and
Russian Intelligence Service that tho
work of these agents has been, for

the most part, nipped in the bud.
Realizing the source of most of

the labor troubles that have arisen
from time to time, the Governor,
General Eugene Miller, has pro-
hibited strikes among workmen em-
ployed on war materials.

One of the efforts of the Bolshevik
agents has been their attempt to
gain sympathizers among the Ameri-
can soldiers. This has failed sign-
ally.

Contests Will of
Mrs. Leslie Who Give

Estate to Suffrage
New York, April 16.?A contest

of tho will of Mrs. Frank Leslie,
leaving the bulk of her estate to
the woman suffrage cause, was be-
gun here by Althea, the Baroness
Salvador, a Dutch subject residing
in Paris. Attorneys for the Baro-
ness obtained from the surrogate a
citation making Mrs. Carrie H.
Wrenn, of Cranford, N. J., niece
and next of kin of Mrs. Leslie, a
party to tho proceedings.

The Baroness alleges that the Les-
lie will made in 1914 and already
probated, a proceeding which she
seeks to bverturn, was drawn when
Mrs. Leslie was of unsound mind
and under undue influence exerted
upon the testator by Mrs. Carrie
Chapman Catt, named as trustee of
the suffrage fund, and William Nel-
son Cromwell and Louis H. Cramer,
executors of the will and trustees
of the estate. The Baroness claims
that In valid wills of the testator,
drawn in 1907 and 1911, she is left
a $15,000 diamond necklace and
$5,000.

Aircraft Opens
Up New Field For

Moving Picture Man
London, April 16.?Aircraft de-

velopment during the last few years
has thrown opfen to the moving-
picture man an entirely new field,
it may be some years yet before
flying comes within the means of
the ordinary person as a mode of
travel but, through the film he may

experience some of the artistic Joys
of aviation.

Already a certain amount of aerial
aine v ma photography has been car-
ried out successfully?enough, at
least, to measure its possibilities.
In tho near future, it is expected
that magnificant mountain scenery
will be photographed from aircraft,
not only in Switzerland and in tho
United States, but In Abyssinia, the
Himalayas and other less-explored
regions of the world.

The whole of a wonderful flight
from, say, San Francisco to London
or from Lond on to India or to Aus-
tralia, may in time, be shown to tho
public.
