RANK NECESSARY

American Nurses Must Have
Standing of Officers For

Care and Efficient Work

"The English treated all the
nurses so well and had a higher

regard for their woman workers
than the Americans," said Mrs.
Helen Lauder Gage this morning,
an Army nurse who lias Just return-
ed from overseas duty. "The Eng-

lish," she continued, "give their
nurses rank, so they get more com-
forts, more deference, more protec-
tion, while the American nurses are
treated as enlisted men. A bill will
be presented at the next session of
Congress to remedy this matter, and
I feel sure no nurse who has served
overseas would be willing to enter
the Army again without rank."

Mrs. Gage, with Miss Mcllhenny.
of Penbrook, and Miss Ecknian, of
this city, arrived home last evening
from New York after serving with
Base Hospital No. 10 in England
and France for many months. A
graduate of Pennsylvania Hospital
and going over with that unit of
Red Cross nurses, Mrs. Gage saw
much of the war from their hospi-
tal camp at Le Treporte, France,
just fourteen miles from Amiens and
the firing line. ? This contingent was
taken over by the British army and
saw hard word nursing the VTom-
mies" and "Anzaacs" with a few
Americans and many German
prisoners at their hospital camp of
2,200 beds.

The German prisoners were
treated so well that they were quite
content to remain with their cap-
tors even when they had recovered
from their wounds, contagious dis-
eases, and the "Flu" which raged
there as well as in this country.

Mrs. Gage tells of the hurried pre-
paration for the evacuation of Base
Hospital 10 with its patients when a
successful drive on Amiens by the
Huns seemed imminent. Forty-five
of the nurses were sent to the rear
while the rest of the unit waited for
the onsweep of the Germans that
never came, although expected at
any time.
