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“FARM DINNER”
FOR LAWMAKERS

Seventy-Five Who Own or
Run Farms Will Talk Shop
With Governor Tuesday

Seventy-five members of the
Pennsylvania Legislature who own
or operate farms will sit down to a
“country dinner” with Governor Wil-
liam C. Sproul and Secretary of
Agriculture Rasmussen at the Penn-
Harris next Tuesday evening and
“talk farm.” This dinner, at which
everything will be put right on the
table, will be made up of products of
Pennsylvania farms exclusively, and
will be one of the most unique af-
fairs of the kind ever arranged for
the Keystone State legislators.
