1911, he took charge of St. Mary's
Croatian Church, Steelton. which lie
served to the tlmo of his death.

As a pastor he was much beloved by
his congregation, and he is being
mourned by all. His pastorate here has
been one of the greatest eras of pros-
perity in every way. The congrega-
tion, at his coming worshiped In a
building now used as a school. In 1916
the congregation started the present
church building on the property pur-
chased from St. Paul's Lutheran
Church at Second and Hoffer streets.
The church was entirely paid and dedi-
cated on May 27. 1917.

Father Zuvich is survived by a father
In Dalmatia, from whom, however,

nothing has been heard Binee 1915, and
for whose safety Fr. Zuvich was In
great fear, his home being in the midst
of the war zone. Two brothers are left
In Dalmatia, both school teachers. One
of them was Imprisoned by the Aus-
trian authorities on suspicion of plot-
ting against the government.
