The order
has been accepted conditionally.
The order is based on a six months'
accommodation, with security offer-
ed by the German government and

the money deposited in a German
bank. The order was secured
through the company's Hollund
agency. It has been accepted by
cabelgram.

COAL PRODUCTION IN URALS
Omsk, July 17.?According to a

statement published by the Ministry
of Trade and Industry, the produc-

tion of coal in the Urals steadily in-
creases. The production of coal in
the mines belonging to Abamelek-
Lazarev increased from 401,865
poods (1 pood?36 lbs.) for Janu-
ary to 1,021,620 poods for March.
Altogether, the production of coal
in the Urals for the first four
months of 1919 amounted to 19,-
340,932 poods.
